DAILY BIBLE STUDIES 

"A Stone of Security or a Stone of Stumbling” 

1 Peter 2:6-8
 OCTOBER 8 –14, 2006

THE LORD'S DAY –This week we return to our ongoing study in the book of 1 Peter.  If you remember we have been looking at Jesus Christ as “The Chosen, Living, and Precious Stone”.  We have also saw that true believers are called “living stones” that are part of God’s Spiritual house.  This week we finish our look at this section of Scripture that deals with the language concerning “stones”.   Read 1 Peter 2:6-8. 

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today? 

Suggestion for prayer: Ask God to teach you this week from His Word the importance of believing on the “Chief Cornerstone”, Jesus Christ.
MONDAY –As we begin the study of this passage you will notice that Peter quotes three Old Testament passages (“Therefore it is also contained in the Scripture”) which use the metaphor of Christ being the “Chief Cornerstone” in God’s new Spiritual house.  As we will see as the weeks study progresses that single “stone” (Jesus Christ) is both the source of security for the believer and the “stone of stumbling” and “the rock of offence” to the unbeliever.  Read this familiar passage, a parable of Christ where He spoke to this issue plainly and clearly illustrating this truth for us.  Matthew 21:33-46. 
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Examine your heart today by God’s Word and see if you have come to Jesus for salvation or if you have rejected Him. 
TUESDAY –In verse 6 Peter quotes Isaiah 28:16, where the prophet draws the attention of the people to “Behold” the special stone that God has “laid in Zion”.  The reference to “Zion” is to Israel, and more specifically to the mountain in Jerusalem which plays a significant role in God’s plan.  Although Jesus did come and was largely rejected by His own
 (John 1:11), God’s eternal plan will stand and Christ is now ruling the hearts of those who believe in Him (Luke 17:20-21) and He will also literally return to establish His Earthly Kingdom rule (Revelation 20:1-6).  Christ has established His spiritual rule in us as believers and is the “cornerstone” of that “spiritual house”, but will also one day sit on the throne of David and rule the earth with a rod of iron.  Read Luke 1:31-33, Revelation 12:5, 19:15.  
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  “Behold” Christ today and praise Him for being the only One worthy of ruling and reigning as King of Kings & Lord of Lords.   
WEDNESDAY –Peter continues in verse 6 by again listing some of Christ’s attributes.  He again calls Him the “elect (chosen), and precious stone”.  He also says Christ is the “cornerstone”.  This Greek word describes the head cornerstone that sets all the angles in their proper alignment for building around and upon.  We realize that only Christ is the perfect “cornerstone” that could set perfectly the building of God’s house.  We as God’s people are built upon and around Jesus Christ and His teaching (the Apostles doctrine). Read these verses which speak of Christ and the “spiritual house” that He is the “chief cornerstone” of.   1 Corinthians 3:11-17, Ephesians 1:22, Colossians 1:15-18. 

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Praise God that if you have come to Jesus for salvation, you are a “living stone” in Christ’s body the church.  Ask Him to help you become more like Christ each and every day. 

THURSDAY – We then read in verse 6 that “he who believes on Him, will by no means be put to shame”.  The Greek word used here is kataischuno, which means “to dishonor, disgrace, to put to shame, make ashamed”.  It refers to placing your hope in something and then having that hope dashed.  Those who truly know Jesus Christ by saving faith in Him will NEVER have their hope dashed and will NEVER be put to shame.  There is no disappointment in Christ.  There is actually the total opposite, security forever.  Because Christ is the “corner” that keeps the building straight and aligned, He also keeps any of the “stones” from falling out of the structure.  They are there—permanently.  Read Isaiah 54:4-5,10, Jeremiah 17:7-8, Romans 10:11-13, John 10:27-30, Philippians 1:6, 2 Timothy 1:12, Ephesians 4:16.   
 What principles in these verses are applicable to my life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Praise God that by His grace and sustaining power we who are in Christ are kept by Him safe and secure forever.
FRIDAY –In verse 7 Peter begins to explain that there are two sides of thought concerning the “stone” Christ Jesus.  To the believer who understands his security, Christ is “precious”.  But he adds immediately that to those who “are disobedient” (disbelieve); the “stone” that was rejected becomes “a stone of stumbling and a rock of offence”.  The one who believes in Christ sees His value and to them He is precious, but to the unbeliever, who does not and will not love Christ, He becomes to them a stone they will trip over and be crushed by.  The very One they reject and have rejected as “head” is the very One by whom they will be eternally condemned.      Read Isaiah 8:11-15, John 14:23-24.     

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Ask God to help you to see Christ as precious, and to continue to obey Him and His Word and love Him with all your heart.
SATURDAY –We read in the closing of our text some very sobering words.  Peter says, “They stumble, being disobedient to the Word, to which they also were appointed”.  No human will ever thwart or frustrate the ultimate plan of God; not by belief or unbelief. God will always have the last say.  Peter includes these Divinely inspired words to express to mankind that even unbelief cannot “win” over God’s purpose.  There are arrogant persons who would say in their unbelief that THEY have chosen their disobedience and they have chosen their own destiny.  They would pridefully say to God that THEY determined their ultimate destiny.  But all people will one day see that whatever they “choose”, and please understand that our “choosing” is important (and demanded!), whatever you “choose”—“to this were you also appointed”.  Peter lays out so very clearly that it is their “disobedience to the Word” that makes them stumble.  God judges man by his obedience and belief, or by his disobedience and unbelief.  Read in closing   Romans 9:19-24, 1 Corinthians 16:22.     

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Humbly go before the Lord in prayer and thank Him for His Divine Grace and Mercy.  Ask Him to help you live a life that honors and obeys Him for His glory and that also declares His goodness.
