DAILY BIBLE STUDIES 

“Christmas Prophecy and Fulfillment”
Selected Scripture
 DECEMBER 10 – DECEMBER 16, 2006

THE LORD'S DAY –This week as we begin to draw close to the celebration of our Lord Jesus’ birth we are going to look at several prophecies concerning Christ from the Old Testament.  Some of these prophecies relate specifically to His birth and others to His life as God Incarnate (in the flesh, or in bodily form).  We will look at the prophecy from the Old Testament and then see its fulfillment given in the New Testament and in the life of Christ.  Read Luke 24:25-27. 

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today? 

Suggestion for prayer: Ask God to teach you from His Word and ask Him to help you see Christ as He has been portrayed for us in Scripture.
MONDAY –We find only three chapters into the first book of the Bible the first prophecy concerning Jesus Christ.  This prophecy is concerning the birth of Christ and more specifically the fact He would be “born of a woman”.  This verse of Scripture (Genesis 3:15) not only prophecies that Jesus is the “Seed” of the woman, but also tells the outcome of the struggle between Him and Satan.  This coming Lord’s Day we will see the importance of this.  The “Seed” Jesus Christ crushed the head of Satan at the cross where He made it possible for us who are “In Christ” to become victorious as well. Read the Old Testament text of Genesis 3:15 as well as its New Testament fulfillment in Galatians 4:4. 
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Thank the Lord Jesus Christ for becoming a man and also for the fact that He is the One who can give us victory over Satan.
TUESDAY –The next prophecy we will look at elaborates on yesterdays as it explains that this promised One will also be the Savior and light.  

The prophet Isaiah wrote of Christ Jesus as being the One who would be given by God to fulfill this.  The prophet details to us the wonderful blessings that Christ would bring as “the covenant to the people”.  You will also notice that it is “God the Lord…” because of who He is that provides the guarantee to these blessed promises.    Read again both the Old Testament prophecy as well as its New Testament fulfillment in Isaiah 42:5-7, Luke 2:25-32 and Matthew 1:21.  
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Thank God for being such a gracious God and praise Jesus Christ for being the One who is able to bring real  life and light.   
WEDNESDAY –The next couple of days we will look specifically at some details concerning the Lord’s birth.  The first is the prophecy that Jesus Christ would be “born of a virgin”.  No other human being has ever been born as Christ was, without the aid of a man.  I know there are those who would argue that a virgin can conceive and give birth to a baby.  They may very well be correct as science and man have devised ways of implanting the sperm of a man into a woman to make this possible.  But mark this beloved, NO one has ever been born without that seed from a male EXCEPT the perfect, sinless, virgin born Savior Jesus Christ.  Read Isaiah 7:14 and Matthew 1:18-25.  
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Thank God that Christ alone was born by the power of The Holy Spirit and is therefore the only One who was both a man in human form but also Divine, perfect and without sin.  
THURSDAY –Next we will look at the prophecy concerning the birthplace of the Savior.  The prophet Micah some 700 years before the birth of Christ prophesied that He would be born in “Bethlehem Ephrathah”.  The name Bethlehem means “house of bread” while Ephratha means “fruitful”.  We will see this Lord’s Day the incredible circumstances that happened to bring about the fulfillment of this prophecy.  It is very easy to see that only the One “whose goings forth are from of old, from the days of eternity” could make this all happen.  This One is none other than the eternal God incarnated in the person of Jesus Christ.  Read Micah 5:2 and Luke 2:4-7.

What principles in these verses are applicable to my life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Thank and praise God today that He alone is the One who has always existed.  Also give Him glory for being the only One who always brings forth with 100% accuracy what He has planned.
FRIDAY –As we mentioned yesterday Jesus Christ has always existed as the eternal God.  He came to earth “born of a woman” more specifically a “virgin” and then He even told where He would be born.  Now let’s look at a character trait of this man Jesus Christ.  We find in the writings of the prophet Jeremiah that this Jesus would have a title that only He possesses.  The prophet Jeremiah said He would be called “THE LORD OUR RIGHTEOUSNESS”.  In contrast to every other baby that has ever been born and every person who has ever lived Jesus Christ alone was and is perfectly “righteous”.  The ramifications of this are absolutely incredible and of utmost importance.  Without the righteousness of Christ all men would be forever lost and under God’s just and holy condemnation.  Read Jeremiah 23:5-6 and 2 Corinthians 5:21.        
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Thank the Lord that because of His righteousness we as believers can also be righteous in and through Him and His work on the cross where He paid the just and deserved penalty for our sin. 
SATURDAY –The final thing we want to see this week is something that is not mentioned very often.  It is however very important.  It is dealing with the “ascension” of Jesus Christ.  Jesus came to earth and fulfilled the plan of God perfectly and then was received back into glory affirming His rightful place as the Lord of all.  Christ forever reigns with His Father, as He has come and in His perfect life and His redemptive death and bodily resurrection has fulfilled in every detail all the prophecies concerning His life’s work.  We will also see tomorrow that He is returning again.  Read Psalm 68:18, Ephesians 4:8-9, and Mark 16:19.            
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?
Suggestion for prayer:  Thank the Lord Jesus for His incomparable life. Also ask Him to help you understand what His life, death, resurrection and ascension have accomplished for those of us who are His trophies of grace.
