DAILY BIBLE STUDIES 

"LIVING STONES IN GOD’S HOUSE” 

1 PETER 2:5
 SEPTEMBER 24 –30, 2006

THE LORD'S DAY –As we continue along in our study of 1 Peter, this week we turn our attention to those of us as believers.  In this text we are called “living stones”, and we see that the text explains what we are to be doing and what part and position we have in God’s house.  We will see there are a great number of both privileges and responsibilities that belong to the child of God. Read 1 Peter 2:4-5. 
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today? 

Suggestion for prayer: Ask God to help you to learn this week from His Word what place you have in His “Spiritual House”.
MONDAY –We read first in verse 5 “You also as living stones…”  We spent last week and will continue in the weeks to come to look at Christ Jesus as “The Living Stone”.  Peter here is telling these believers that when a person comes to saving faith in Jesus Christ, they also share in His life and become “living stones” (with a small “s”).  We as believers have the eternal life of Jesus in us due to our union with Him.  What an incredible thought!  Read these verses speaking of our shared life in Jesus.   John 17: 20-23, Galatians 2:20, Colossians 3:3-4. 
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer: Praise God for the life that you posses if you are a believer.  Meditate on the Words of Jesus from John 17 as He states “I in them and you in me.”  Praise Him today for His Spiritual life!
TUESDAY –Peter’s next few words “…are being built up…” have to do with a topic the Bible has a lot to say about.   Building as it relates to the Spiritual.  We read here that we who are “In” Jesus Christ through saving faith are “living stones”.  He is “The Living Stone”, and we have a shared life with Him and are used for the purposes of building.          

We will take the next several days to unpack this idea and concept as to “how” we are involved in the building process, but today I would like us to focus on the simple fact that if you are a true believer, you are built upon the foundation stone Christ Jesus and are part of “God’s new house” if you will.  Read these verses speaking of the “building” we are part of.  Ephesians 2:19-22, 1 Corinthians 3:9, Revelation 3:12.  
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Thank God that by His grace you could be part of this incredible building project.  Ask Him to help you be the best “stone” possible.   
WEDNESDAY –As we mentioned yesterday, as believers we are being built up into what Peter now calls “a spiritual house”.  I cannot overemphasize the incredible truth that we are unified with Christ and are in the same “building” with Him that He, Himself, is the cornerstone of.  We read that this house is “spiritual” and later we see that we are to offer “spiritual sacrifices” from it.  Peter even goes on to say that we make up a “holy priesthood”.  Only truly born again believers are parts of this building as only they have access to God by Jesus Christ, and have been given imputed righteousness and are in God’s sight, “holy”.  Read these verses dealing with those both “in” and “out” of this “Spiritual house”.  Acts 2:39, Ephesians 2:13, Psalm 65:4, Hebrews 3:6, Acts 17:24, 1 Corinthians 6:19-20, 2 Corinthians 6:16. 

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Thank Christ that by His atoning death we have been forgiven, made righteous before God, and have been “brought near” and into His spiritual house.  

THURSDAY –Peter states that we are “a holy priesthood”, and in that we see a connection to the Levitical Priesthood outlined in the Old Testament, and the “priesthood” of the believer.  Both were designed to bring acceptable worship before and unto the Lord.  The Priesthood found in Scripture was not for anyone who happened to think they wanted to be a Priest.  It was an elect privilege, just as being a Priest (believer) today is based on God’s elective purpose (John 15:16).  There are great parallels between the Priesthood of the believer, and the priesthood laid out in the Law of Moses, and many of the commands for the Priests then are ones also given to us as Priests today.  Some include: Necessary cleansing from sin- John 13:8, Titus 2:14.  Necessary obedience- 1 Samuel 15:22, Acts 5:29, 1 Peter 1:14.  A high regard for God’s Word- Job 23:12, 1 Peter 2:2.   
      What principles in these verses are applicable to my life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  If you are a believer today you belong to a”holy priesthood”. Ask God to help you live as a godly, holy priest before Him. 
FRIDAY –To continue with the thought of believer’s being priests Peter now says we are “to offer up spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ.”  As a holy Priest we will work and serve the Lord Jesus and minister to Him by the offering of “spiritual sacrifices”.  We do not offer animal sacrifices to Him, as Christ was the final, atoning, sacrificial lamb.  We do however offer up good works and we are to offer works of service that are “acceptable…”  How do we know what works are acceptable?  We find the answer and the instructions in God’s Word.     Read the following verses which tell us some of the “spiritual sacrifices” we are to bring to God.  Psalm 50:14,23,  Psalm 141:2, Hosea 14:2, Hebrews 13:15-16, Romans 12:1-2, Ephesians 4:18, 5:2.      

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Ask God to help you to examine and see what sacrifices you are bringing to Him.  Ask Him to help you to offer up from a clean heart and life the sacrifices that He is most pleased with.  

SATURDAY –As we close out our study today, I want us to reflect on all that we have been looking at these past two weeks.  We have seen this beautiful picture of being unified with and built upon The Lord Jesus Christ; He as the Cornerstone and us also as “living stones”.   We then are being “built up” in God’s “spiritual house”.  We then as “priests” offer up to God “sacrifices” of worship and service.  Are you a “living stone”? If so, how is your service to God?  If you are a believer you understand this union with Jesus was made possible only by His ultimate sacrifice.  And because of that we desire to follow His example in sacrifice of obedience to God and service to others in His name.  This is a “high calling” made possible only through obedience to God’s Word & Spirit.  Read in closing this encouraging verse about our great, perfect example: Ephesians 5:1-2.     

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Lord, help me follow your example, live a life of sacrificial service for you, and give the good news of your gospel to others.
