DAILY BIBLE STUDIES 

“Married Life – God’s Way”
1 Peter 3:1-7
 JANUARY 21 – JANUARY 27, 2007
THE LORD'S DAY –This week we will continue moving along in our study of 1 Peter.  We come to chapter three and will look at the first seven verses.  In this text we find God’s directions on “Married Life”.  Specifically, how we are to live with an unsaved spouse and how we can win and unsaved spouse to Christ.  We will see there is to be submission among other things in the home and how the Lord uses Godly behavior on the part of believing spouse to bring salvation to their mate, and a marriage that is rewarding.   Read 1 Peter 3:1-7. 

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today? 

Suggestion for prayer: Ask God to teach you from His Word this week and to help you live the way that He commands you to in your home. 
MONDAY –Peter has been telling us that submission is commanded in “civil” life, then also in “work” life and now he moves on to say we must have submission in “family” life as well.  Verse 1 starts out saying, “Wives, likewise…”  It would be better read “Likewise, wives…” as this is how it is written.  The word likewise is not intended to say wives are to be under their husbands exactly as “slave to master” (2:18), although they are to follow the example.  Rather, it is referring back to the general principle of submission that has been being taught.  We find the word again in verse 7 and see it reoccurs teaching us there is to be mutual submission in the family life between husband and wife.  There is Spiritual equality between the man and woman but there is also God ordained differentiation of roles and functions within the family and the church.  Read Ephesians 5:22-33. 
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Ask God to help you to be a submissive member of your family, considering others first regardless of what position you may occupy. 
TUESDAY –Peter first addresses the responsibility of wives to their husbands in the marriage relationship.  Like we said yesterday, and as some translations have verse 1, “In the same way, you wives, be submissive…” the wife is to be submissive to her husband “the same way” a person is submissive to civil authority or to their “master” (employer).  We find in the next portion of the verse a very interesting specific.  Notice, “…submissive to your own husbands…”  The intimacy and bond of marriage is highlighted in the fact the wife is to be submissive to her “own” (idios –belonging to oneself) husband.  We see marriage is between one man and one woman and also that there is God given “headship” in marriage and God has given it to the husband.  We also learn in Scripture there is commands regarding authority, submission and roles between the sexes in the church.     Read 1 Corinthians 11:1-12, 1 Timothy 2:11-14, 1 Corinthians 14:34-35.  
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Ask God to help you be submissive, devoted and faithful to your “own” mate in marriage.  Thank Him for making us (male & female) equal yet different for specific reasons and for His plan and glory.   
WEDNESDAY –The end of verse 1 gets to the main point in this text.   The “mission” of the wife in our passage and every believer in general is to lead people to Christ.  In our text, she is to live in such a way that even if her husband rejects the gospel (“some do not obey the Word”) he could “without a word, be won by the conduct of their wives”.  She may by a submissive, Godly example be the very tool God uses to bring her husband to faith.  The “word” (small w) mentioned her is not the Word of God as it IS necessary to come to faith (Romans 10:17) but rather the words of a wife who would argue and speak against her husband.  Notice in verse 2 it is not by a word war that an unbelieving spouse is won to Christ.  Peter says an unbelieving husband may “observe…”  It is through the life lived God’s way in obedience to Him that the most believable, powerful, and effective testimony is given.  Read Proverbs 31:26, Matthew 5:16, Titus 2:3-5.
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Ask God to help you to model a clear, powerful and convincing testimony of Christ in your marriage by obedience to His Word.  
THURSDAY –Verses 2-6 give us an example of the behavior God commands from wives in marriage.  He says contrary to all that the world pushes forth in its sinful, carnal wisdom real beauty to God, real beauty that is
precious to Him, real beauty that brings effective testimony to lost husbands is “a gentle and quiet spirit”.  Many women can get “outwardly adorned” to look beautiful but in reality they are “ugly” where it really matters.  This text is not teaching it is wrong for ladies to take care of themselves and look beautiful rather it teaches don’t be preoccupied with it for it is only temporary.  God approved inward beauty is REAL beauty.  There is so much more to say here from this text and Lord willing we will cover it in much more detail this Lord’s Day.  Read Isaiah 3:16-24.       
What principles in these verses are applicable to my life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Ask the Lord to help you to be consumed with acquiring “inward” and not merely “outward” beauty.
FRIDAY –In verse 7, we again see that husbands also are called to the duty of “submission” in marriage. Peter tells us as husbands to be considerate (“live with them in an understanding way”).  He also shows that chivalry shouldn’t be dead—at least not among Godly men.  A Godly husband understands his wife is “the weaker vessel” who needs the protection, and provision of her husband.  He finds his delight in cherishing her, honoring her and “dwelling together” with her.  A mature, Godly man understands his marriage is the “grace of life” that our Father has provided for us.  God say’s of the man who lives this way, “your prayers may not be hindered”.  The prayer for the salvation of a mate as well as prayer requests in general may be hindered by not living in marriage the way God has commanded us to.     Read Proverbs 5:18-19, Ecclesiastes 9:9, 1 Corinthians 7:3-5, Ephesians 5:25-28.        
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer: Ask God to help you be the kind of mate that is devoted and committed to honoring and cherishing your spouse. 
SATURDAY –Read Genesis 2:24, Malachi 2:14, Matthew 19:4-6.            
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?
Suggestion for prayer:  Thank you God for marriage!  Help us to obey your Word and have marriages that best honor you.  May our lives be powerful testimonies of the gospel to point unsaved family members to faith in Christ.
