DAILY BIBLE STUDIES 

"Practical Living for The People of God” 

1 Peter 2:11-12
 NOVEMBER 5 – NOVEMBER 11, 2006

THE LORD'S DAY –This week we are going to study two verses in 1 Peter that give us  straightforward instruction on how we as God’s People should live in this world.  How we live affects so many things especially how we are perceived by those who are lost and without Christ.  May we learn and apply these blessed truths this week.  Read 1 Peter 2:11-12. 

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today? 

Suggestion for prayer: Ask God to instruct you and teach you from His Word.  Ask Him to help you apply His teaching.
MONDAY –Peter begins verse 11 by calling his readers “Beloved…”  This is a term of endearment and it is with this fatherly love that Peter is about to give this instruction to these children of God.  He tells them they are the “beloved” of God and therefore the exhortation they are about to receive should be obeyed in love back to the God who loves them.  This is similar to Paul’s exhortation to the Romans of their “reasonable service” (Romans 12:1). We should daily meditate in the fact that God has been and is so gracious to us as His children; therefore our lives should be lived in a way that exemplifies that understanding.  How much grace should affect our daily living!  Read Romans 12:1-21 and notice the details of how one is to live in light of God’s mercies and grace. 
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Ask God to help you to daily live in a way which testifies to your understanding of His grace and mercy.

TUESDAY – Peter gives one more reminder to these people in verse 11 when he again tells them they are “sojourners and pilgrims”.  He uses the word paroikos which means “a stranger, a foreigner, one who lives in a place without the right of citizenship”.  He also uses parepidemos which 
means “one who comes from a foreign country into a city or land to reside there by the side of the natives”.  Both of these terms stress the fact that believers are strangers, foreigners, and aliens and are NOT in the purest sense truly members of this world’s society.  Christians live among and alongside of the people of this world system but we are really just “foreigners”.  Read Philippians 3:17-21, Hebrews 11:13-16, 13:14.  
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Ask God to help you to daily remember that you are just a pilgrim and stranger here on this earth, and then to live that way.   
WEDNESDAY –We left of yesterday speaking to the fact that we as believers are “sojourners and pilgrims” in this earth.  We are not to let the world system mold us and influence our behaviors.  This is the point Peter is about to make in this passage as he will tell these people how their lives are to reflect this point in their practical living.  We will look more in detail the next several days to some specifics outlined in our text, but for today let us read these following verses which tell us as believers that we are to shun the things of this world.  How does your life measure up to Christ’s commands?  What do you love or maybe it should be asked, what does it “look” like you love?  Matthew 10:39, Mark 4:19, John 12:25, 1 John 2:15-17.
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer: O God, help us to love you above all things.  You alone are worthy of our entire devotion.  Change our desires to focus not on ourselves but upon you as our precious Lord.  Jesus, help us to cherish you.  
THURSDAY –As Peter continues he calls for Christians (“sojourners and pilgrims) to “abstain from fleshly lusts…”  The Greek word for “abstain” is the word apechomai which means to hold one's self off, refrain, abstain.  We are given this command by God which tells us that we as believers have the ability by the indwelling Spirit to do this.  Regardless of how wicked and sinful the world is, we by God’s grace and through the power of The Holy Spirit can “abstain” from “fleshly lusts”.  Tomorrow we will look at these “fleshly lusts” in more detail but for today lets read some Scripture which speaks to this abstaining, and how it can be done.  Read Romans 13:11-14, 1 Corinthians 10:12-13. 
What principles in these verses are applicable to my life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Ask God to help you to be a person who turns to Him for strength and looks for the way He has prepared for us to escape temptation and sin.
FRIDAY –The term “fleshly lusts” refers to appetites, desires and cravings that are forbidden and carnal (Galatians 5:19-21).  We are told that these “war against the soul.”  This is precisely the topic we discussed when we studied “The Believers War with Indwelling Sin” in Romans 7:14-23.   An all out aggressive assault is in view here that takes place in the soul.  We only can have victory as we “walk in the Spirit” (Galatians 5:16).  The battle is won or lost from the “inside” (James 1:13-15).  Peter then continues by giving us one very important, practical reason we are to “abstain” and win these battles with “fleshly lusts”.  We will cover this tomorrow. 

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Ask God to help you to put to death the deeds of your flesh and to live each day filled with His Spirit and His Holy Word. 
SATURDAY –In verse 12, Peter gives the reason we mentioned yesterday.  He tells us we are to “have our conduct honorable” so that when the lost world and those who would attempt to accuse us see our behavior and lives they will have nothing in which to slander us or our message.  This is so very important to our witness and testimony to the unsaved.  Our “honorable” conduct (Greek kalos- beautiful, handsome, excellent, eminent, choice, surpassing, precious, useful, suitable, commendable, admirable) is one of the most powerful witnesses to the validity of the transforming power of the gospel.  This “day of visitation” can refer to both judgment and blessing/mercy.  Here Peter may very well be saying that when God visits some with His merciful salvation they will remember the testimony they observed from believers and “glorify God”.        Read Matthew 5:16, 2 Corinthians 8:21, Philippians 2:15, Titus 2:7-8.    

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?
Suggestion for prayer: Thank God for the privilege to be a light for Him and ask Him to help you to shine a light worthy of our great God and Savior.
