DAILY BIBLE STUDIES 

"The Believers War with Indwelling Sin” 

Romans 7:14-25
 OCTOBER 1 –7, 2006

            (Please make every effort to attend next Lord’s Day as we cannot thoroughly               cover all the material here at length in this short Daily Bible Study format.)

THE LORD'S DAY –This week we are going to step away from our study of 1 Peter and look at a passage of Scripture that has helped to save my life as a Believer.  It is a passage where the Apostle Paul deals with the topic of “Indwelling Sin” in the life of the Believer.  We can easily be brought to despair and hopelessness if we do not understand Biblically the relationship of sin and the believer.  I pray these Words of Truth may encourage you to “fight the good fight of faith.” Read Romans 7:14-25. 

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today? 

Suggestion for prayer: Ask God to help you to understand the matter of Indwelling Sin and by His grace to daily fight in the battle against it.
MONDAY –It must be understood that we are talking about the “True Believer” and his battle against sin.  “Paul's answer to the greatest human problem - namely, our sinful guilt before a holy and just God - is that God himself, through his Son, Jesus Christ, has provided a righteousness for us that is not our own, but is imputed or reckoned to us through faith alone, not through works” (John Piper).  We need to know that as believers we have been granted a righteousness that is not our righteousness but it is granted to us by faith in Jesus Christ.  Read these verses which clearly tell us the Believer is made right with God through the righteousness of Jesus Christ.   Romans 3:21-22, 4:5-6, 5:19, 2 Cor. 5:21, Phil. 3:9. 
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer: Praise God today that if you are a Believer you have imputed (credited) to your account Christ Jesus’ righteousness!
TUESDAY –Paul begins in verse 14 by stating that his problem is not with the “law” as it is Spiritual, rather the problem is that he is “carnal” or

better said “flesh”.  He isn’t saying he is unregenerate, but that he is still “of flesh”.  He clearly states this in 7:5 and 8:8.  He is a new creation in Christ (2 Cor. 5:17), but although his inner man has been forever cleansed of sin, he realizes that he still possesses a remnant of sinfulness in his flesh (body).  This is precisely why he and every maturing Christian is aware that his life still falls short of God’s perfect standard and this is what causes the raging war within himself; as he sees his sinfulness and longs for final victory over it.  Read this text speaking of living in the Spirit vs. the flesh. Galatians 5:17-25.  
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Ask God to help you to be full of His Word and to walk in the Spirit and not fulfill the lusts of the flesh.   
WEDNESDAY –We see Paul continue to elaborate on this war within him in verses 15-20.  His frustration is obvious as he clearly sees the reality of his remaining indwelling sin.  He is not talking about consciously holding on to some specific sin; but rather he is expressing his grief over falling short of living totally in accordance with God’s righteous law.  His humble admission (which is the admission of every maturing disciple of Christ) is found in the last phrase of verse 15—“but what I hate, that I do”.  Read this text where Paul speaks of his past, self righteous lost condition where he saw himself as being “blameless” (vs.6) verses his life now in Christ.   Philippians 3:4-14. 

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Ask God to help you cultivate this attitude of hatred and frustration over your sin, and to help you press forward in Him.  

THURSDAY –In verse 21 we find that Paul says there is a “law” or a continuing spiritual principle that sin is remaining or “present” with the believer.  But unlike an unbeliever, we find in verse 22 that he states his “inner”, redeemed man loves the law of God.  This can only be said by a believer in Christ.  If you don’t love the law of God, you do not love God.  The unsaved man has no love for God’s law rather he fights it, suppresses it, and loathes it. (Psalm 2:1-3)  What about you? Do you love God’s law or look at it as something that is trying to cramp your lifestyle?  Read these verses from the Psalmist about the love of the believer for God’s law.  Psalm 1:2. Psalm 119:14, 47, 77, 105, 140.   
      What principles in these verses are applicable to my life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Ask God to examine your heart today to see if you truly love His law.  Ask Him to help you grow in your love and desire for Him.
FRIDAY –In verse 23 we see that this frustration escalate to the point where Paul describes this battle within him as “warring”.  He uses the Greek word antistrateuomai which means to make a military expedition, or take the field, against anyone, to oppose, war against.  This war is fighting against his desire to obey God’s law.  It is a very real and fierce conflict against the “law of my mind”.  Again, this speaks to a believer as the mind of an unbeliever is hostile to God and the unsaved man can’t please God if he wanted to (8:7, 8).  As long as believers remain in these mortal bodies they will be involved in spiritual conflict being subject to temptation and sin. Read the following verses where Paul addresses how Christians are to fight this war.  Notice the reference to “every thought”. 2 Corinthians 10:3-5.     

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Ask God to help you to bring every thought captive to the obedience of Christ.  Pray for a mind that is continually being renewed.  

SATURDAY –Paul gives an intense cry as he exclaims in complete grief, “O wretched man that I am…” in verse 24.  This is the distress that will be evident in every true believer as he sees himself clearly in light of his indwelling sin.  The believer longs to be all that God wants him to be and he cries out in anguish of soul for not being that man.  Paul then asks the great question of “who will save me from this body of death”?  This phrase “will save” is in the future middle voice which points to an action that will take place in the future.  The true believer exults with Paul that there will be an eventual total rescue and deliverance by “Jesus Christ our Lord”!  He has & will set us free!  The present struggle with sin is nothing to the eternal glory that awaits the true believer.  As we will see tomorrow, there is victory for both the present life and in the future for those of us “In” Christ. Read in closing this encouraging passage 1 Corinthians 15:50-58.     

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Lord, I thank you that You and Your grace are sufficient for me as your child both today and forevermore.
