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THE LORD’S DAY & MONDAY – We return this week to our study from the Gospel of Mark and take for our text, Mark 5:21-43 as we look at “Part 2” of “The Hope of The Hopeless ~ Two Daughters”. If you remember back, we left our text last time at the point of the story where the woman with the flow of blood reaches out and touches Jesus’ garment as He is making His way to the house of Jairus to deal with the man’s sick and dying daughter. We will now continue as again we pick up our text. Mark 5:30-34 “And Jesus, immediately knowing in Himself that power had gone out of Him, turned around in the crowd and said, “Who touched My clothes?” But His disciples said to Him, “You see the multitude thronging You, and You say, ‘Who touched Me?’” And He looked around to see her who had done this thing.  But the woman, fearing and trembling, knowing what had happened to her, came and fell down before Him and told Him the whole truth.  And He said to her, “Daughter, your faith has made you well. Go in peace, and be healed of your affliction.” Notice again what verse 30 says, “And Jesus, immediately knowing in Himself that power had gone out of Him, turned around in the crowd and said, “Who touched My clothes?” I mentioned last time that this opening phrase could be literally translated, Jesus having fully known...  Jesus was not ignorant as to what took place here but now moves to draw this lady out to strengthen her faith. In the questions we run into as we study Jesus life surrounding the knowledge of Jesus as both fully God and fully Man we must not push to far into speculation but rather rely on what is written in Holy Scripture to do the explaining where things can be a bit difficult. More on this later but for now the Scripture speaks to Jesus knowing in Himself... I like how John Gill speaks to this verse concerning Jesus knowledge of the woman touching Him: “As soon as ever the woman had touched his garments, and had a cure, Christ, who knew all things in his Spirit, or divine nature, that dwelt in him, knew what was done, that the woman had touched him, and was healed thereby; though, as not without his knowledge, so neither without his will, and entirely by his power.” A very interesting and important fact to take note of in this text is where the power to heal was. It was IN Jesus. The text tells us plainly that power had gone out of Him. Unlike the prophets and Apostles who would receive power from God’s Holy Spirit to do the works that God prescribed to be done, Jesus has the healing power within Himself as He IS God Himself. Healing power was not foreign to Jesus it was within Him. This woman was healed not by any power in the clothes of Jesus but by the power within the Man Christ Jesus Himself. The woman’s faith although weak was rewarded and God chose to use her touching of the clothes of Jesus to demonstrate her faith in Him. Remember also that Scripture records the incidents concerning Peter’s shadow (Acts 5:12-16) and Paul’s handkerchiefs (Acts 19:11-12) both of which were not the source of power in and of themselves. Acts 19:11 specifically says that God worked unusual miracles by the hand of Paul... It isn’t Jesus’ clothes or Peter’s shadow or Paul’s hankies that heal, it is God alone and His inherent power. 
The Word Applied & Suggestion for Prayer: Do you fully trust in God alone; His inherent power and providence or do you think you must add some mystical “helps” for God to work?

TUESDAY – Mark 5:30-34 “And Jesus, immediately knowing in Himself that power had gone out of Him, turned around in the crowd and said, “Who touched My clothes?” But His disciples said to Him, “You see the multitude thronging You, and You say, ‘Who touched Me?’” And He looked around to see her who had done this thing.  But the woman, fearing and trembling, knowing what had happened to her, came and fell down before Him and told Him the whole truth.  And He said to her, “Daughter, your faith has made you well. Go in peace, and be healed of your affliction.” I said we would look a bit more on the matter of Jesus knowledge concerning the statement “Who touched Me?” As mentioned before, Scripture tells us Jesus had both a human and divine nature (John 1:1, 14, Hebrews 1:3). The scholars go round and round concerning Jesus’ specific knowledge in this incident. In His Divine nature Jesus is omniscience can’t be denied. We see in Scripture that Jesus omniscience is demonstrated in incidents such as Matthew 17:27 and John 1:47-48. We must not forget that Jesus also had a human nature and Scripture records instances where it appears and places where Jesus even said He did not know certain things (Matthew 24:36, Mark 11:13). The scholarly argument that goes on surrounds the question whether or not this incident falls into the category of the previous mentioned cases. It had been said that we must walk right up to the brink of heresy in these discussions concerning this “the hypostatic union” Beloved, but rest calmly in the assurance that Scripture tells us everything that God intended for us to know and we know that Jesus was indeed both fully God and fully Man. As we continue, the disciples respond to Jesus question in verse 31 with some sarcasm as they point out he massive crowd around Jesus and the fact that He is asking what to them appears to be a dumb question. But verse 32 tells gives us a little peak into the heart of Jesus who looked around (periblepo-in the Greek imperfect middle indicative voice). This speaks to “continuous action in past time” and could therefore be said, He kept looking around... The compassionate heart of the Savior is again on display as He looks for the woman who was once an outcast among people but now has been liberated by Jesus honoring her faith in Him by His healing, cleansing power.    
The Word Applied & Suggestion for Prayer: Thank Jesus today for His compassion and concern for You as His child. Recognize and Praise Him for His Divine Power to do all things.     
WEDNESDAY – Mark 5:31-34 “But His disciples said to Him, “You see the multitude thronging You, and You say, ‘Who touched Me?’” And He looked around to see her who had done this thing.  But the woman, fearing and trembling, knowing what had happened to her, came and fell down before Him and told Him the whole truth.  And He said to her, “Daughter, your faith has made you well. Go in peace, and be healed of your affliction.” We see sinfulness and immaturity in the rudeness by which the disciples sarcastically respond to Jesus and we see the sinlessness and greatness of the Lord as He doesn’t even answer them. As He looks around we see that the woman knowing what had happened to her decides to speak up and out. She came fearing and trembling before Jesus and fell down...and told Him the whole truth. We can

only speculate as to the exact reason for her fear. The original Greek emphasizes that fact that she was terrified. Perhaps she feared the repercussions of appearing before Christ in public unclean which was a violation of the law (Leviticus 15:25). Or perhaps she thought Jesus would be angry at her for the way in which she approached Him for healing or the fact that she had been healed at all. Regardless of the reasons for her fear she comes in full reverence and falls before her healer as well as her Lord, Master, and Savior. Scared and shaking she falls down before Jesus and just like any person who is truly saved by Jesus tells Him the whole truth. Knowing her unworthiness she falls broken and thankful before Jesus because of the incredible and overwhelming grace that she had been shown in Christ. Notice Beloved that not all fear was immediately taken away at the moment of her healing. Even though there was nor reason for the fears and trembling, as in the process of our sanctification after salvation we grow, mature, and conquer fears through the ongoing work of Jesus within us by His Word and Spirit. She comes unashamed before Jesus but still with a lot to learn and grow in.  Jesus has the last recorded word of this incident as He doesn’t reprove her but gently, calmly, surely, and powerfully declares to her, “Daughter, your faith has made you well. Go in peace, and be healed of your affliction.” Read and see that the heart of this passage and entire incident is summarized so very well by Scripture in Psalm 50:15.  
The Word Applied & Suggestion for Prayer: Father, thank You for such amazing grace bestowed upon me an undeserving sinner. Teach me to live in grateful reverence and obedience to you.      
THURSDAY – Mark 5:35 - 38 “While He was still speaking, some came from the ruler of the synagogue’s house who said, “Your daughter is dead. Why trouble the Teacher any further?” As soon as Jesus heard the word that was spoken, He said to the ruler of the synagogue, “Do not be afraid; only believe.”  And He permitted no one to follow Him except Peter, James, and John the brother of James.  Then He came to the house of the ruler of the synagogue, and saw a tumult and those who wept and wailed loudly.” We must remember that all that we have seen concerning this woman with the flow of blood who was healed has come as Jesus was making His way to the home of Jairus to see his daughter. Christ has just healed one “daughter” and now He is about to raise from death, the second. In verse 35 we see that the bearers of bad news arrive and in a not so loving and caring manner report to Jairus that “Your daughter is dead. Why trouble the Teacher any further?” This displays the tack and coldness of so many friends and fellow saints today. Not that this was not the simple truth but the way and curtness in which they approached the situation does not reflect a lot of care and concern for Jairus. This is how selfish people act toward others; without a whole lot of thought and consideration since they are preoccupied with one persons cares, concerns and agenda; themselves. This is contrary to the command of Philippians 2:3-4. Jesus response in verse 36 is beautiful, breathtaking, magnificent and majestic. We are so far from this mindset of Jesus Beloved. Please meditate on this short response and may God grant you the gold that is here. Jesus is not afraid, He is calm and asks a fearful man to rest easy in Him and battle for the faith that he displayed in coming to Jesus in the first place. Don’t trust yourself Jairus or your feelings, trust Me, “Only, believe”. From Abraham onward we see Scripture say the same thing, believe, but it is qualified in that Jairus is called to believe in Jesus whom he has come to originally. A lot of “believers” will go to hell because they don’t believe in the right object; 

namely, Jesus Christ. It is obvious that death had occurred because as Jesus approaches the scene of Jairus house we find the cultural wailing and wailers were already in place. This scene of confusion and despair is what greets Jesus and we read that the twelve are trimmed down to the inner circle of 3 (Peter, James, and John) we find so often with Jesus in crucial situations in Scripture (Mark 9:2, Mark 14:33). Into this scene of chaos walks Jesus and His men. 
The Word Applied & Suggestion for Prayer: Father, help me to remain faithful and trusting in Jesus alone throughout my life. Grant me eyes to see His beauty and glory and power to obey.   

FRIDAY & SATURDAY – Mark 5:39 - 43 “When He came in, He said to them, “Why make this commotion and weep? The child is not dead, but sleeping.” And they ridiculed Him. But when He had put them all outside, He took the father and the mother of the child, and those who were with Him, and entered where the child was lying.  Then He took the child by the hand, and said to her, “TalithaTalitha, cumicumi,” which is translated, “Little girl, I say to you, arise.”  Immediately the girl arose and walked, for she was twelve years of age. And they were overcome with great amazement.  But He commanded them strictly that no one should know it, and said that something should be given her to eat.” It may have been Jesus and His men that entered Jairus’ house but only The Lord of Life could utter the sentence Jesus does in saying, “Why make this commotion and weep? The child is not dead, but sleeping.” Jesus was not telling the people the girl was not dead as Scripture is clear (Luke 8:53, 55). He is telling them that this is a temporary condition as The Resurrection and the life has arrived to bring life. Jesus spoke similar language concerning Lazarus (John 11:11). The imperfect tense of ...And they ridiculed Him means they laughed in His face and continued to do so. They were mocking and attempting to humiliate God Himself. In light of this unbelief these people are put outside and will not witness this great miracle by the real “Master of the House”. Christ displays patience and compassion again in the face of reviling. You can scorn The Lord but mark it down; you will be expelled from His presence. After Jesus takes dad and mom in to the room the girl was lying in we see Jesus goes one better than Jairus’ request of verse 23. He had asked Jesus to lay Your hands on her but instead Jesus “took the child by the hand, and said to her, “TalithaTalitha, cumicumi,” which is translated, “Little girl, I say to you, arise.” Jesus speaks to this girl two words in Aramaic (her native language) and Mark record for us the translation and interpretation. These precious words were very likely the words this little girl heard from the lips of her parents as they awoke her on other days. Jesus with a touch of life and the words of life brings this little one from “sleep” and she immediately arises full of physical life as she walked. In one moment they go from seeing a corpse lying there to the little girl walking around it is no wonder they were overcome with great amazement. The Greek word here is ekstasis from which we get the English word ecstasy, which can be defined as “a throwing of the mind out of its normal state”, that state being amazement, fear, wonder, joy... Adding a final touch highlighting His genuine concern and care for the girl we read that Jesus said that something should be given her to eat.    
The Word Applied & Suggestion for Prayer: Father, please help me to see and cherish Jesus. Jesus, You are the sinless Son of God and I praise You for Your love and life. Be Thou exalted.
