DAILY BIBLE STUDIES 

“The ‘Hupogrammos’ of the Suffering Servant”-Part 2
1 Peter 2:21-25
 JANUARY 14 – JANUARY 20, 2007
THE LORD'S DAY –This week we will continue with the second part of our study dealing with Jesus Christ being the ultimate “hupogrammos” or example/pattern to follow in the matter of suffering and submission.  We will look in detail at our great Savior’s suffering on the cross as the ultimate example for us as believers.   Read 1 Peter 2:21-25. 

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today? 

Suggestion for prayer: Ask God to teach you from His Word and ask Him to help you as a believer follow the perfect example of His Son.
MONDAY –As Peter continues in his writing of the perfect example Jesus Christ, he goes to the main point of our text.  Christ was not just the perfect pattern for the believer to follow in matters of unjust suffering, He is their perfect substitute.  In verse 24 Peter states this essential truth that Jesus Christ died a substitutionary death.  Christ Jesus paid the penalty that we deserved to pay when He in our place took our punishment for our sin.  We cannot overstate this great truth as its significance is immense.  There was judgment for sin that needed to be dealt with and Christ Jesus dealt with it by taking the punishment for those who would believe His gospel.  Read Mark 10:45, Romans 5:8, Galatians 3:13, and Ephesians 5:2. 
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  If you’re a believer thank Christ Jesus for being your substitute and for taking your punishment on Himself and forgiving you. 
TUESDAY –The first words of verse 24 “who Himself” emphasize the fact that Christ voluntarily laid down His life for the salvation of all those who would ever believe.  These words are an emphatic personal pronoun in the Greek language which underscores this point that Christ and Christ 

alone was the substitution and sufficient sacrifice for sin.  The condemned sinner can not pay the debt for his own sin.  NO amount of “good works” is sufficient to satisfy the wrath of a Holy God against the wicked sinfulness of man.  Only Christ Jesus Himself could do that!  Read John 10:15-18, 1 Timothy 2:5-6, Hebrews 2:9, 17.  
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Thank God today for such a Savior as Jesus who came to “save His people from their sins” (Matthew 1:21).   
WEDNESDAY –As Peter continues he explains further the substitutionary death of Jesus for His own by saying Christ “bore our sins in His own body”.  Christ carried the massive weight of sin as only He could remove the penalty for all the sins of all who would ever be forgiven.  The place He “bore” (anaphero-to carry, to place on one's self anything as a load to be carried) our sins was on the “the tree”, the cross.  Christ on the cross took the full punishment of the saints from the Father and was even separated from the Father for the first and only time ever (Matthew 27:46).  Christ, as the perfect and only mediator satisfied fully the wrath of God against all those who would by faith repent and believe and opened up the way for us to be forgiven.  Read Romans 3:23-26, 4:3-8.
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Thank & praise the perfect Christ Jesus for suffering for you as a believer and making the forgiveness of our sins possible.  
THURSDAY –Peter then tells us when Christ died for us as believers He died so that “we, having died to sins, might live for righteousness”.  The Greek word used here for us as believers “having died” is the word apogenomenos which means “to be removed from, depart, to die to anything”.  Christ died to separate us from sins penalty so we will never be condemned and we also “died” to sins power by being freed to “live for righteousness”.  We as believers can now live pleasing to God by obedience to Him and His Word living lives of righteousness and separation from sin.  Peter then goes on to call this a “healing” from the disease of sin when he says, “by whose stripes you were healed”.      Read Romans 6:3-11.       
What principles in these verses are applicable to my life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Thank Jesus that you as a believer have been freed from sins penalty and ask God to help you live righteously before Him.
FRIDAY –I want to comment a bit more on yesterday’s topic which Lord willing we will cover in more depth this coming Lord’s Day.  We as believers are “healed” spiritually through the “stripes” of Christ at the cross.  The Greek word molops means “stripe, bruise, wound that bleeds” and here Peter is taking from Isaiah the prophet in Isaiah 53:5.  The Hebrew word used there is a singular noun and we learn that from “the wound” of Christ or “His atoning death” we are healed.  Although today there is much misinterpretation of this text it is obvious that both Peter and Isaiah are speaking of the Spiritual not Physical healing of the believer.  Physical healing of the believer awaits our final glorification when we are given new bodies.  God does not choose to heal every believer physically in this life but He has healed every believer spiritually with a complete and final healing and will one day heal us physically as well.  Read Romans 8:22-30, Revelation 21:1-4.        
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Thank God that we are healed from the dreadful disease of sin & praise Him that one day we will also be physically whole. 
SATURDAY –As Peter concludes this passage he again alludes to Isaiah 53.  We “were like sheep going astray” in a dangerous and helpless way.  But the Great “Shepherd” Jesus Christ has gathered His own to Himself through salvation where we “returned” or repented from sin to embrace Him by faith and trusted in His death on Calvary for our sins.  As our great Shepherd Jesus protects and provides for us as His sheep.  Notice also He is the Shepherd of our “souls”.  While we may suffer various things in this life under the Sovereign hand of God our eternal souls are guarded and kept safe through Christ’s death for us and by His resurrection from the dead.  May we follow His “hupogrammos”.  Read John 10:11-18, 25-30.            
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?
Suggestion for prayer:  Thank and praise God today that He has granted us as His sheep salvation, forgiveness, & we are kept secure by our Great Shepherd.
