DAILY BIBLE STUDIES 

“The ‘Hupogrammos’ of the Suffering Servant”-Part 1
1 Peter 2:21-25
 JANUARY 7 – JANUARY 13, 2007
THE LORD'S DAY –This week we come back to our study through the Epistle of 1 Peter.  If you can remember we have been looking at the subject of “submission”, first to God ordained civil authorities and then to our “masters” or those people we work for in this earthly life.  As we continue, we will find that Jesus Christ gave us the ultimate “hupogrammos” or example/pattern to follow in this matter of submission.   Read 1 Peter 2:21-25. 

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today? 

Suggestion for prayer: Ask God to teach you from His Word and ask Him to help you as a believer follow the perfect example of His Son.
MONDAY –Peter begins verse 21 with the statement, “For to this you were called”.  This phrase summarizes all He has said previously about submission and the suffering that will come to all those who submit God’s way (see verses 19-20).  When he says we were “called” he is referring to the efficacious call of salvation which immediately brings a person out of “darkness” and into God’s “marvelous light” (2:9).  When a person is genuinely born again they instantly become an enemy of the world as well as a target of unfair and unjust attack.  We must remember that “to this” you were called.  It is God’s Sovereign purpose for believers to make them like His Son Jesus Christ.  Read John 15:18-19, 16:33, 2 Timothy 3:12, and 1 John 3:13. 
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Ask God to help you be conformed to His Son even through our suffering from the world. Ask Him to make you more like Jesus. 
TUESDAY –Peter now begins to give us the pattern we are to follow.  He says that “Christ also suffered for you, leaving you an example…”

The word translated “example” is the word we used in the title of our study.  It is “hupogrammos” in the Greek which literally means “a writing copy, including all the letters of the alphabet, given to beginners as an aid in learning to draw them”.  It is also translated as “an example set before one”.  What we see is that Jesus is the example we should “trace” our lives from as a child would trace the letters of the alphabet from a “hupogrammos” in learning to write.    Read and meditate on 1 John 2:6.  
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Ask God to help you “trace” your life from the perfect pattern that Jesus has given us in and through His life.   
WEDNESDAY –We are told we are to follow in Christ’s “steps” (ichnos-footprint, track, and footstep).  And although we may have to walk through unjust suffering as Christ did we know we can never “suffer” as Christ did.  When Peter says Christ “suffered for you” he is referring ultimately to the atoning death of Jesus where He paid the penalty of sin for those who would believe His gospel and come in repentant faith to Him.  There is no comparison in our suffering and Christ’s suffering in this regard.  Read these verses speaking of the perfect Christ suffering in our place as sinners.  2 Corinthians 5:21, Hebrews 7:26, and 13:12.
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Thank & praise the perfect Christ Jesus for suffering for you as a believer.  Ask Him to help you always remember His sacrifice.  
THURSDAY –In verses 22-23 we are given some specific ways that Christ reacted to His unjust suffering.  Notice as Peter quotes Isaiah in verse 22 that there was “no sin in Him” or “deceit in His mouth”.  Christ was the only ONE who ever lived who perfectly obeyed God’s law.  Christ never retaliated back with sinful words.  How often our sin is expressed through our mouths (Isaiah 6:5, Matthew 15:18-20, James 3:2-12)!  As verse 24 elaborates for us, in the midst of cruel, unjust treatment Christ never threatened even though He was God and had the power to carry out ANY threats nor did He sin with His mouth or even His thoughts.   Read Isaiah 53:7.

What principles in these verses are applicable to my life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Thank the Lord Jesus for His beautiful example of suffering without retaliation.  Ask Him to help you do the same.
FRIDAY –Instead of retaliating back we find in the close of verse 23 that Christ “committed Himself to Him who judges righteously…”  This word “committed” is the Greek word paradidomi which literally means “to give into the hands of another”.  Jesus consistently did this in His life including at the moment of His death when He said, “Father into Thy hands I commit My spirit” (Luke 23:46).  The English Standard Version states the verse this way, “continued entrusting Himself…”  This Greek verb is in the imperfect tense which means “continuing action in past time”.  Jesus again and again just kept entrusting Himself to The Father.  Every time He was abused by sinful men He handed Himself over to God.  And notice it is God who “judges righteously”.  Read these verses speaking of the righteous God and His righteous judgment.  John 17:25, Acts 17:30-31.        
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Christ, we thank you for your example of trusting.  May we give all our grievances over to you Righteous Father. 
SATURDAY –Lord willing, we will look at the remaining two verses of our text next week.  We have seen some incredible thing this week pertaining to how we are to follow the example of Jesus in all things including suffering unjustly.  Remember that Peter was writing in this letter to believers who were undergoing various persecution and hardship for their faith in Christ.  Remember they were “elect strangers, aliens, sojourners, temporary residents” on this earth.  We too as believers are not “home” yet for we await a glorious and perfect home in heaven.  Read meditate on Hebrews 11:16.            
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?
Suggestion for prayer:  Ask God to help you be like Christ and entrust yourself to Him as you as a Child of God await a” heavenly country”.
