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DAILY BIBLE STUDIES 

"THE INCORRUPTIBLE SEED” 

1 PETER 1:23-25
 SEPTEMBER 3 – 9, 2006

THE LORD'S DAY –After studying last week about the “genuine” love that the believer has and displays in his new life as a Christian, we turn this week to look at the “source” of such love and life.  That source is the “Incorruptible Seed” of the very Word of God.  As Peter explains for us, we as believers have been born again through this abiding and living Word.  Read 1 Peter 1:23-25. 

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today? 

Suggestion for prayer: Ask God to teach you this week from His living, abiding, powerful and incorruptible Word.

MONDAY –Our text begins in verse 23 with the words “having been born again…”  We mentioned yesterday that Peter has just given us the picture of the fervent, genuine love that we are to display as believers.  He now moves on to tell us how it is possible for us to live that way.  It is only possible because we have been “born again”.  This new life was brought by the Work of The Holy Spirit through the Word of God.  It is the Word that God uses to convict, cleanse, and change a man.  Read the following verses dealing with the Word and this work.  Ezekiel 36:25-27, Ephesians 5:26, Titus 3:4-5, James 1:18. 

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer: Thank God that He has done this marvelous work in you if you are a believer.  Praise The Holy Spirit for His work with that He accomplishes with His Word. 
TUESDAY –As Peter continues he elaborates on the fact of our being “born again” as true believers by speaking to us about the source of our new spiritual life that was planted in us by the Holy Spirit at our conversion.  He uses the word “seed”. This particular Greek word is used only here in the New Testament and is the word, spora.  

This word means “parentage / seed” and it represents life.  All things in the creation come to life through a seed.   Our spiritual life is no exception.  Read these verses which speak to the source of life, the seed.  Genesis 1:11-12, Luke 8:1-11, 1 Peter 1:23.

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer: Thank God today for physical life, pictured to us in the seed.  Also praise Him for spiritual life brought also through the “seed”.  
WEDNESDAY – Remember as we move along the context in which Peter is speaking.  He is telling the believers they are to have this supernatural love that is evident in true Christians (vs. 22).  He then says the only way this is possible is for the person to be “born again”.  The new birth is then explained as the life brought about by The Holy Spirit using the “seed” which is the Word of God.  The new birth is above and beyond physical birth.  Therefore, it requires a seed above and beyond physical, corruptible seed.  While physical birth and life may be initiated by such “corruptible-perishable” things such as sperm & egg and seedlings, the new birth is initiated by God through His Word.    Read this passage in which Jesus speaks about this “new birth”.  John 3:1-8. 

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer: Thank God today that the new birth is a supernatural work of the Holy Spirit, and praise Him for this life given to us who believe.  

THURSDAY – Peter says the Word of God is seed that is NOT corruptible, but instead Incorruptible.  The Greek word he uses for “corruptible” is the word phthartos.  It comes from a word that means to shrivel, wither, and spoil.  We understand that the seed of God’s Word capable of producing spiritual and eternal life is a seed that is unfailing, permanent, and powerful.  In the next few days we will look at the eternal, abiding Word that Peter focuses on for the remainder of our text.  Today, lets close by looking at the “living” nature (vs. 23) of God’s Word.  Read these verses that speak of the Word of God as alive and capable of producing results: Psalm 147:15, 119:130, Isaiah 55:11, Hebrews 4:12.
What principles in these verses are applicable to my life today?


Suggestion for prayer:  Thank God and praise Him for His Word which is alive and quick and most powerful.  Ask Him to use it in your life. 

FRIDAY –In the remainder of our text, Peter exalts the Word of God by praising it for its qualities and substance.  Notice in verse 23 that he says it “abides” forever.  He then goes on to quote an Old Testament passage from Isaiah 40 which speaks to the temporary nature of man’s life here on earth versus the permanent and abiding nature of God and His Word.  All flesh (man and animals) is like grass and although the grass and flowers of the field may be beautiful in appearance, they are transient and temporary.  In stark contrast to the passing, and fleeting life of man is the forever enduring and abiding Word of God.  This also includes and references the Plan of God found in His word.  It will all come to pass and remain forever.  Read Job 14:1-2, Psalm 39:4, 90:10-12, 103:15-19.      

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Thank God today for the abiding Word of God.  Praise Him that His Word and plan will remain forever and will come to pass. Ask Him to help you understand your temporary existence here on earth and to help you better live for Him.  

SATURDAY –In speaking of the Word of God, I like Peter get a bit excited.  Notice that at the end of verse 25 we read that “this is the Word which by the Gospel was preached to you.”  It was this living and abiding Word and message that both contains and is the “good news” the Gospel.  If the Word itself lives forever and it is the message of the Gospel and we therefore receive it and are born again through it as the seed; we can conclude that as it says in Scripture, we will live forever as well.  The new life of the true believer is also incorruptible and imperishable.  There is much more we could say about the Word of God which we will cover Lord willing, tomorrow.  Let us end today by reading the passage that Paul gave the Corinthians to help them understand this great reality.  Read: 1 Corinthians 15:50-58.     

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Ask the Lord to help you to fully both exalt and exult His Word to the place it deserves in your life.  Thank Him for such grace in giving us as believers the Spirit and the Word and the New life in Christ.
