DAILY BIBLE STUDIES 

"THE PEOPLE OF GOD - Part 1” 

1 Peter 2:9-10
 OCTOBER 15 –21, 2006

THE LORD'S DAY –As we continue in our study of 1 Peter, Lord willing we will spend the next two weeks looking at verses 9-10.  We will see in this passage a description of the “People of God”.  Not only will we see who they are in a very descriptive way but also see the Apostle Peter under the Holy Spirit’s guidance pen for us the “job description” if you will of these people.  May God guide you in your study of His Holy Word this week.     Read 1 Peter 2:9-10. 

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today? 

Suggestion for prayer: Ask God to teach you this week from His Word concerning your position and practice as one of “The People of God”.
MONDAY –You will notice Peter begins with a very small but important word in verse 9 when he says, “But…”  He has just explained in the previous verses the difference in destiny of those who have built upon the “stone” Jesus Christ and also those who have “stumbled” on Him in their disobedience.  He now gives a contrast to the latter, by saying, “But You”.  He will now begin to explain the particulars of this group of people, who we will see are none other than true believers in Jesus.   Read this passage, written by the Apostle Paul, where he speaks also to this people who are now different by God’s grace.  Ephesians 2:1-13. 
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Examine your heart today by God’s Word and see if you have been “made alive” in Christ—if so, praise Him for His grace. 
TUESDAY –Peter begins his description of the “you”, by saying that they are a “chosen generation”.  He is saying that in contrast to those who are appointed to wrath (vs. 8); God has chosen us as believers for salvation (1:2).  We understand as believers that our salvation is and was ultimately

the choice of God Almighty, which gives all glory to Him alone and none to ourselves.  This great doctrine of election is among other things, a great pride destroying doctrine.  Salvation, is as Jonah said, “of the Lord” (Jonah 2:9).  That thought alone, that by God’s grace alone we have been chosen by God should instill in every true child of God a heart of tremendous praise and thankfulness to the Father.  Read these verses speaking of God’s Sovereign choice.  Deuteronomy 7:6-9, Ephesians 1:3-12.  
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Meditate on God’s goodness, grace, and love for you as a child of His.  Praise and thank Him and give Him glory today.   
WEDNESDAY –Today we want to look at some more details involved in this great doctrine of election or us as believers being “a chosen generation”.  Some of this is by way of review of things we have covered previously in 1 Peter.  Not only does election destroy our pride by stripping us of any glory or boasting concerning our salvation, it is a doctrine that likewise exalts and glorifies God (Romans 9:23, 2 Thessalonians 2:13), for it was ultimately His choice.  It also gives us as believers great assurance in knowing that an unchangeable God is the One who made this choice, and therefore His decree is forever settled and cannot be overturned (Isaiah 14:24, 46:9-10, Psalm 33:11, Proverbs 19:21).  We as “chosen” believers may abound in joy and hope regardless of the circumstances of life, knowing what lies in store for us (1 Peter 1:21, Colossians 1:5).    

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Praise God that if you are a true believer you are safe and secure in Him, based on His sovereign decree. 

THURSDAY – Peter continues in verse 9 by saying we are also a “royal priesthood”.  Peter gets much of his symbolism from the Old Testament where we see these things elaborated upon (Exodus 19:6).  As we saw a couple weeks ago, we who are believers on this side of the cross are also “royal priests” who are to be offering up “spiritual sacrifices” to our great God.  In the imagery of being a “royal priest” we see that every true believer now has access to the King.  We are part of THE “royal family” if you will.  We as believers are made to rule and reign with Jesus Christ, who alone made this all possible as He was the “great High Priest” who purchased redemption for His own.  Read these verses speaking of the ruling of Christians with Christ.  Notice both the practical implications presently (1 Corinthians 6:1-4) and also the future (Revelation 3:21, Revelation 20:6).
What principles in these verses are applicable to my life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Praise God that as a believer you are “royalty” in Jesus Christ.  May we fully understand our privilege & responsibility
FRIDAY –There is much more that could be said in regards to us being a “royal priesthood”.  As we looked at in past weeks, and will again this upcoming week if the Lord wills, we are to be about the business of “priestly duties”.  As a holy Priest we will work and serve the Lord Jesus and minister to Him by the offering of “spiritual sacrifices”.  We see several of our “priestly” duties listed in the Scripture and some of them are as follows: We are to offer praise to our great God-Psalm 50:14, 23.  We are to be offering up our prayer to Him-Psalm 141:2.  We are to be sharing and serving, doing good to our brethren-Hebrews 13:15-16.  And we are to be presenting God with people that we are bringing to Christ for salvation-Romans 15:16.     

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Ask God to help you to be about the business of priest as you fulfill your position in the “royal priesthood”.
SATURDAY – We then read in verse 9 that Peter calls us as believers “a holy nation, His own special people”.  Again we are reminded of our standing with God.  Holy (hagios-most sacred, blameless) and Nation (ethnos-people group) defines who we are as believers.  We are a people of God separated in holiness to Him.  We as believers through all ages are God’s unique covenant people, and we are His possession.  He acquired us by the ransom price of the precious blood of Christ the perfect, sacrificial lamb.  We have been made righteous before God (position) through Christ’s work on the cross to pay for our sins giving us an imputed righteousness and we are now being sanctified and becoming more and more holy in our living (practice).    Read 1 Corinthians 6:19-20, Titus 2:11-14.  

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?
Suggestion for prayer: Thank God that He has made us a holy nation in Christ and ask Him to help you become more like Him in your daily living.
