DAILY BIBLE STUDIES 

"THE PEOPLE OF GOD - Part 2” 

1 Peter 2:9-10
 OCTOBER 22 –28, 2006

THE LORD'S DAY –This week we will continue looking at our text and finish defining this people of God, and then get to the specific things that these people are to be doing.  We will see that with this great privilege comes a great responsibility.  God is gracious and He outlines for us so well in Scripture what it is we are to be doing as His people.  Read 1 Peter 2:9-10. 

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today? 

Suggestion for prayer: Ask God that from His Word, He will again teach you concerning your position and practice as one of “The People of God”.
MONDAY – In the last part of verse 9 Peter tells us the “why” in relation to all these wonderful things we have become as God’s people.  We are to be heralds of this Gospel message.  He says we are to “proclaim…” (exaggello -to tell out or forth, to declare abroad, divulge, publish, to make known by praising or proclaiming, to celebrate).  This word is used only here in the New Testament and it describes our purpose as believers.  We are to publicize the “praises of Him…”  We are not to sit and just ponder our awesome standing as believers in Christ but instead are to go out and proclaim forth His praises and power to transform lives.  God chose us as sinful people to become His “holy nation” that we might spread this wonderful message of God’s saving power and grace to others.  How are you doing with this mandate from God?  Notice it is “His” praises we are to tell forth, not our own.  It is His gospel, the Gospel of God that alone can transform and bring life to a dead sinner.  Read Matthew 28:18-20, Acts 1:8. 
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Ask God to help you to be a great herald of His gospel to others.  Pray that He would give you the desire and opportunity daily to spread this glorious message.
TUESDAY –I mentioned yesterday that it was “His praises” that we are to be proclaiming to the world.  The very Gospel message is God’s message.  As the title of a great book by John Piper states, “God is the Gospel”.  This message of redemption and atonement for sin did not originate in some human pea-brain; rather it was authored by God Himself.  God Himself made the plan whereby sinful men might be reconciled to Him and be saved and enjoy His presence forever—for His glory!  The end result of the salvation of the souls of men is the pleasure and glory of God in seeing His purpose fulfilled.  So many times it seems God the Father is left out of the gospel message, when Jesus numerous times referred to His work as being the Fathers work and that He was doing these things that the Father would be glorified.  Read these verses speaking of God’s Gospel.  Mark 1:14, Acts 20:24, Romans 1:1, 1 Timothy 1:11, 1 Peter 4:17.  
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Thank God the Father today for His glorious Gospel.  Ask Him to help you glorify Him more each and every day.   
WEDNESDAY –Not only is the Gospel message one that we must realize is God’s message; it is also vitally important to understand who it is that embodies that message.  A lot of people say they love “God” and have believed in “God” for salvation.  God’s gospel and message has been revealed to mankind in the person of Jesus Christ.  If someone says they have salvation and the gospel but leave out the person and work of Jesus Christ, they are deceived and not born again.  That isn’t my word rather that is God Almighty’s Words.  I do not have time to elaborate in this brief setting but I would like you to meditate on this following verses of Scripture which so clearly reveal that God’s Gospel, the gospel that saves, is found in and through One man—Jesus Christ.  2 Corinthians 4:4-6, John 17:3.
What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer: Dear God, may we behold the glorious “face” of the Gospel, the face of our Beloved Savior Jesus Christ, whom You have sent.  
THURSDAY –Getting back to the point of proclaiming “His Praises”, we find the Scriptures are full of examples of people heralding the message of the Gospel.  We as believers are called to be light in this world and we are to make it our duty to obey Christ in preaching the gospel message of His life, death, burial and 
resurrection.  We go out and tell others of His praises, virtues, excellencies, and the most blessed one of them is that Christ has the power to redeem and transform the lost sinner.  This message is the very reason we praise Christ, for rescuing us from sin and death, and this is what we give to others.  Read Matthew 5:13-16, Mark 16:15, 2 Corinthians 4:5. 
What principles in these verses are applicable to my life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Ask God to help you be a better herald of His praises and saving power to the lost people around you.
FRIDAY –We read in the end of verse 9, that we as believers were “called out of darkness into His marvelous light”.  We saw in a verse earlier this week (2 Cor. 4:4) that Satan has blinded the eyes of men’s hearts so they will not “see” the “light” of the glorious gospel.  Those of us who have been born again by God’s grace and power have been transferred out of the darkness of unbelief and blindness into the light of God’s truth and salvation by His illuminating of our minds and hearts.  Read these verses: Psalm 119:105, 130, Ephesians 5:8, Colossians 1:13.        

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?

Suggestion for prayer:  Thank the Lord that you have been brought in to the light by His marvelous grace.  Ask Him to help you reflect that light. 
SATURDAY –In verse 10, we close this text by seeing Peter again refer to God’s mercy and grace in making us sinners who have been born again His people.  Peter alludes to the fact that even Gentiles who were not ethnically Israelites, and were outside of God’s chosen nation Israel, have been placed into the one “people of God” according to God’s mercy and plan.  Both the saved Jew and Gentile now make up one people of God.  We will discuss this matter further this Lord’s Day. Read Romans 1:16, Ephesians 2:11-18.    

What principles in these verses are applicable to your life today?
Suggestion for prayer: Thank God that He by His mercy has saved you if you are indeed a member of the family and the “people of God”.
