                                 SUNDAY

This week we begin our study in 1 Peter 1:1-2.  We will be concentrating on mostly on verse 2.  In these verses Peter teaches about “election” and about the blessings that the elect will receive from God. 

Read: 1 Peter 1:1-2 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Lord, Teach me from Your Word.

                                 MONDAY

Last week we learned that those who are saved have been chosen by God before the foundation of the world.  Just as Jesus Christ was “foreordained” to come to earth to die as a man for sinners in Acts 2:23.  Remember, God is in control of everything, always because He is sovereign. 
Read: Romans 8:29 & Ephesians 1:3-6 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, I thank you that nothing can change Your sovereign plan.

                                 TUESDAY

In verse 2 Peter says that the believers are “in sanctification of the Spirit.”  It is the Holy Spirit that enables the believer to live a life that pleases God and only those who are truly saved have been given the gift of the Holy Spirit.  The Holy Spirit is the one who opens the eyes of the unsaved person to see their need of salvation and forgiveness of sin 
Read: John 3:3-8, Romans 8:2, 2 Corinthians 5:17 & Colossians 2:13 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Holy Spirit, Thank you for all the work You do in believer’s lives. 

                                WEDNESDAY

Some of the “products” that the Holy Spirit produces in the lives of believers are as follows: Faith (Ephesians 2:8), Repentance (Acts 11:15-18), Regeneration (Titus 3:5), Adoption (Romans 8:16-17).  All of these things are involved in salvation.  Do you have any of these “products” evident in your life?

Read: John 17:17 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Thank You for Your grace and love. 

                                   THURSDAY

In Acts 15:7-9 Peter talks about the Holy Spirit’s work in salvation and in the life of every believer.  It is the Spirit who cleanses the heart by faith.  He also helps the believer to become more like Christ (holy).  This process is sometimes called “progressive sanctification.” 

Read: Philippians 1:6, Romans 12:1-2, 2 Corinthians 7:1 & 1 Thessalonians 5:23-24 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Thank You for showing mankind Your grace, mercy, and love. 

                                      FRIDAY

Peter continues in verse 2 saying that believers are saved for “obedience.”  Obedience to Christ and His Word are evidence of a life that has been elected (chosen) by God.  Paul calls this “the obedience of faith” in Romans 1:5.  Unfortunately Christians still sin sometimes, but can know that they will be fully forgiven when they confess their sins. 

Read: 1 John 1:8-10, Romans 7:14-25 & 1 Thessalonians 1:4-10 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me to obey You and Your Word.  

                                     SATURDAY

Finally, Peter talks about the “security of election” when he mentions the “sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ.”  He was using a metaphor referring to the time that Moses sprinkled the blood when God made the covenant with him.  When a person is saved, they enter into a covenant of obedience with Christ and it is His blood that cleanses them from their sin.

Read: Hebrews 9:11-15 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Give me a desire to please and obey You.
