                                 SUNDAY

This week we begin our study in 1 Peter.  We will learn about Peter’s family and occupation. We will also learn some interesting facts about his “job” as one of the twelve disciples, and we will learn how God changed his heart and how he died. 

Read: 1 Peter 1:1-2 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Lord, Teach me from Your Word.

                                 MONDAY

Peter’s original name was Simon.  Jesus gave him the name “Cephas” or “Peter” which means “rock.”  Peter was a fisherman and owned his own business.  He had a wife who traveled with him during his ministry and children.  Peter was a regular, sinful, working man with a family just like us. 
Read: John 1:44, Mark 1:21,29-31, 1 Corinthians 9:5 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Thank You for showing love and grace to regular people.

                                 TUESDAY

Peter was appointed by Jesus Christ to be an apostle.  He was equal with all the apostles, but was also their leader.  Whenever you see a list of apostles in Scripture, Peter’s name is always listed first.  The disciples were also broken up into three groups of four, and Judas Iscariot is always listed last 
Read: Matthew 10:2, Mark 3:14-19, Luke 6:13-16, Acts 1:13 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me know if I have been called to be one of Your disciples. 

                                WEDNESDAY

One of the greatest stories about Peter can be found in Matthew 16:13-20.  Jesus asks the disciples, “who do you say that I am?”.  Peter responds as the spokesman by saying, “You are the Christ, the Son of the Living God.”  Jesus tells us later on that it was God Himself who gave Peter this knowledge, proving that Peter was a true child of His. 

Read: Matthew 16:13-20, Ephesians 2:8-9 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Thank You for showing mankind Your grace and mercy. 

                                   THURSDAY

In the book of Acts we read about Peter’s wonderful testimony and the great sermons he preached.  Peter definitely obeyed Christ’s commands in John 21 to, “feed My sheep and tend My lambs.”  And Peter definitely lived up to the name Christ had given him—“Rock”. 

Read: Acts 2:14-39 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Examine my heart and help me be a bolder witness. 

                                      FRIDAY

Peter, who was an “unlearned fisherman” became a mighty man of God through the work of the Holy Spirit in his heart.  Tradition says that Peter was forced to watch as his wife was crucified and then he himself was crucified upside down (at his request), because he didn’t feel worthy to be crucified like Jesus Christ was. 

Read: 1 Peter4:17-19 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Help me to love you like Peter did.  

                                     SATURDAY

As we study the book of 1 Peter, keep in mind that he was a normal human being just like you.  It’s amazing how God can change an ordinary man (who denied Christ three times) into to a fearless warrior for the Gospel.  He can do the same with you!  Read God’s Word, obey it,  keep your heart and mind free from sin and you too will become like Peter. 

Read: 1 Peter 3:8-12, Psalm 34 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Help me to know You more and to glorify You with my life.
