                                 SUNDAY

This week we return to our study of 1 Peter.  If you remember, we were looking at how Jesus Christ is the “Chosen, Living, and Precious Stone”.  We also learned that true believers are called “living stones” that are part of God’s spiritual house.  This week we will finish this section of Scripture that talks about “stones”. 

Read: 1 Peter 2:6-8 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to understand the importance of believing in the Chief Cornerstone--Jesus Christ.

                                 MONDAY

You will notice that in 1 Peter 2:6-8, Peter quotes three Old Testament passages that refer to Jesus Christ as the Chief Cornerstone.  Jesus Christ is the “stone” that is the source and the security for the true believer, but to the unbeliever He is the “stone of stumbling” and the “rock of offence.” 

Read: Matthew 21:33-46 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to know if I have come to You for salvation.

                                 TUESDAY

In verse 6 Peter quotes Isaiah 28:16 were the Scripture refers to the stone “laid in Zion.”  The word “Zion” is a reference to Israel, specifically the mountain in Jerusalem where Jesus will rule the earth from someday.  Right now, Jesus is reigning in the hearts of believers all over the world. 
Read: Luke 1:31-33 & Revelation 12:5, 19:15 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I praise You that that You are the only One worthy of ruling the whole world. 

                                WEDNESDAY

In verse 6 Peter lists some of Christ’s attributes: “elect and chosen stone”, “cornerstone”.  The cornerstone is the stone upon which the entire building is built upon.  It sets the angles.  Jesus Christ is the cornerstone of God’s spiritual house. 

Read: 1 Corinthians 3:11-17, Ephesians 1:22 & Colossians 1:15-18 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to become more like Christ everyday.

                                   THURSDAY

In verse 6 Peter says that, “he who believes on Him, will by no means be put to shame.”  This means that when you place your hope in Jesus Christ, the Cornerstone, you will never have that hope dashed and you will never be put to shame.  There is no disappointment in Christ, only total security. 

Read: Romans 10:11-13, John 10:27-30 & 2 Timothy 1:12 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I thank You that security can only be found in You.

                                      FRIDAY

In verse 7 Peter explains that the “stone” (Jesus Christ) causes to different things to happen.  To the believer, Jesus is a stone that holds him up, a sure foundation.  To the unbeliever, Jesus Christ is a stone that causes him to stumble and is therefore offensive to him.  The Scripture also teaches that the unbeliever will eventually be crushed by the stone that is Jesus Christ. 

Read: Isaiah 8:11-15 & John 14:23-24 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to see how precious Christ is and help me to obey His Word.  

                                     SATURDAY

In the last few verses Peter tells us, “they stumble, being disobedient to the Word, to which they also were appointed.”  We know that ultimately it is God’s plan in eternity past that determines who will accept and who will reject Jesus Christ.  Mankind can never take full credit for his choice.  God judges according to obedience to His Word.  Are you striving to be obedient to His Word every day? 

Read: Romans 9:19-24 & 1 Corinthians 16:22 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I thank You that your grace is sufficient for those who are Yours.
