                             THE LORD’S DAY

This week we continue our study of the “Lord’s Table.”  We will be looking at the “cup.”  We already learned that the bread represents Christ’s body, which was broken on the Cross.  The “cup” represents Christ’s blood that was shed on the Cross

Read: Matthew 26:27-29 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to understand the significance of the “cup” of the Lord’s Supper. 

                                 MONDAY

Matthew 26:27 begins by telling us that Jesus and His disciples where gathered together to eat the “Passover Meal.”  There were a lot of customs involved in this meal such as: drinking four cups of wine, eating bitter herbs, unleavened bread, and the lamb.  They would also wash their hands while singing songs from the Psalms.  We can find God’s redemptive plan in many of these Psalms. 

Read: Psalm 117 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I thank You that You are the true Passover Lamb.

                                 TUESDAY

In verse 27 Matthew tells us that Jesus took the cup and thanked God for it and gave it to them to drink.  In verse 28 Jesus says, “this is My blood of the Covenant.”  Covenants were validated with the blood of a sacrifice.  The Covenant of Redemption would become validated through the shed blood of Jesus Christ on the Cross. 
Read: Exodus 24:8 & 1 Peter 1:2 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I thank You that Your covenant is everlasting. 

                                WEDNESDAY

It’s important for us to understand that the “New Covenant” brought about by Christ’s blood was a spiritual covenant.  In Jeremiah 31:31-34 God promised to “forgive their iniquity, and their sin I will remember no more.”  This covenant needed to be validated by more than the blood of an animal.  It required the blood of a perfect and holy sacrifice. 

Read: Hebrews 8:7-12 & 9:11-15 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Thank You for the promise of forgiveness for sin.

                                   THURSDAY

The “good news” is that we can be forgiven for our sin through Christ’s atoning death and shed blood!  In verse 28 Jesus says His blood “…is shed for many for the remission (forgiveness) of sins”.  The Greek word for “shed” means “to pour out, shed forth”.  Jesus poured out His life for “many”.  Who are the “many”?  They are those who have repented of their sin and by faith have received Christ and had their sins paid for by His atoning death. 

Read: John 1:12, 3:16 & Romans 1:16, 5:15 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Thank You for pouring out Your life-blood for sinful man. 

                                      FRIDAY

In verse 29 Jesus tells His disciples that He would not drink “the fruit of the vine” until He is united together with all of His followers in His Father’s Kingdom.  We are to observe the Lord’s Supper until He returns to rule and reign on the earth as He promised. We observe the Lord’s Supper because He commanded us to, it is a privilege to obey Jesus Christ. 

Read: Luke 22:18, 29-30 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I praise You for the opportunity to remember what You did through the Fellowship of the Lord’s Table.  

                                     SATURDAY

Verse 30 tells us that they sang a hymn together.  As we learned earlier, they sang songs from Psalms 113-118.  When we remember what Christ did for us it causes us to want to praise and thank Him! 

Read: Psalm 118 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to have a heart full of praise and thanksgiving for all You have done.
