                                 SUNDAY

This week, as we continue with our study of 1 Peter 1, we come to a verse that talks about “love.”  There are a lot of different things taught about love in this world today.  We are going to look at what God says about love, and how truly saved Christians will have love for their brothers and sisters in Christ. 

Read: 1 Peter 1:22 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to learn from Your Word this week.

                                 MONDAY

It is important for us to remember that in order for a person to show true love he or she must be saved or born again.  The Scripture teaches that it is impossible for an unsaved person to show genuine love because he does not have Jesus Christ living in him. 

Read: Psalm 58:3, Jeremiah 17:9, John 5:42 & Romans 8:7-8 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Examine my heart and let me know if I belong to You.

                                 TUESDAY

In contrast to what we learned yesterday, a truly saved person WILL show true love that is genuine and sincere.  This is one of the evidences that a person has been saved.  Jesus said this to His disciples many times while He was here on earth. 
Read: John 13:35, 14:21, 2 Corinthians 5:14, 1 Peter 1:8 & 1 John 2:5 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to know if I am saved by the way that I love others, especially other Christians. 

                                WEDNESDAY

In verse 22 Peter tells us that when a person is saved he is made capable to love by God.  God alone must move in a person’s heart so that he can be obedient to the truth.  It is impossible for us manufacture true love on our own.  This has always been, and always will be, the truth. 

Read: Romans 5:5, Ephesians 2:1-8, Titus 3:5 & Hebrews 5:9 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to remember that I can be saved only by You and only You can give me the ability to truly love others. 

                                   THURSDAY

The word Peter uses for “purified” in the Greek is hagnizo  which expresses action done in the past with continuing results.  After God saves a person He then helps them to bear fruit.  We learned this a while ago in our devotions.  A truly saved person is guaranteed to bear fruit. 

Read: Jeremiah 31:31=34, 2 Corinthians 5:17 & 2 Peter 1:4-9 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Thank You for Your work in salvation and all that comes after.

                                      FRIDAY

We already know that our love must first go to God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit.  In the middle of verse 22 Peter tells us who we are to love next—“the brethren”.  Our love for other believers is to be a “sincere” and “un-hypocritical”.  This is the kind of love that is demonstrates among those who are truly saved

Read: John 13:35, 15:12, Romans 12:9-10 & 1 John 3:14, 23 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to get rid of my selfishness and love others genuinely.  

                                     SATURDAY

We finish this verse with one more trait that is to be exercised in our love for other believers – “fervency”.  This means that we are to love unselfishly.  Sometimes this is called “going the extra mile.”  It also means that we do not need to be forced to do it, but rather look forward to doing it at every opportunity.  Do you posses and demonstrate this love? 

Read: 1 Peter 4:8, Ephesians 4:32 & Galatians 5:16, 22-26 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Give me a heart that manifests the love I learned about this week.
