                                 SUNDAY

This week we continue in 1 Peter.  We will be focus on verse 3 which talks about God the Father being blessed and His abundant mercy to those whom He has chosen to be His children.  Peter puts all emphasis on God the Father and His greatness. 

Read: 1 Peter 1:3 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Lord, Teach me from Your Word.

                                 MONDAY

Peter begins this verse with, “Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ…”  The word “blessed” is the Greek word “eulogetos” which means “adorable, bless, praise, blessed.”  We are to adore God and praise Him.  We are to bring Him glory in all things.

Read: Ephesians 1:3, 2 Corinthians 1:3 & 1 Peter 5:11 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me praise and honor You the way I know I should.

                                 TUESDAY

The “fountainhead” or source of all blessing and salvation is God Himself.  Peter is telling us that God the Creator, the God of the Old Testament, the God of the Universe, who is the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, is the ultimate source of all blessing.  This same God is our Father too if we are truly saved. 
Read: John 17:21-23, Romans 8:9-11 & 1 Corinthians 6:17 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, I thank You that You alone are a wise, gracious, loving, and perfect Father. 

                                WEDNESDAY

The next thing Peter says in verse 3 is “who according to His abundant mercy.”  It is God’s great mercy that enables wretched sinners to obtain forgiveness and salvation.  God’s mercy changes the sinner’s condition from misery to glory.  While God’s grace takes them from guilty to not guilty.

Read: Titus 3:5 & Ephesians 2:4-5 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, I thank You for Your grace and mercy. 

                                   THURSDAY

It is important for us to understand that God shows His mercy to whomever He chooses.  No one can earn it on their own.  It is out of His great compassion that God chooses to grant eternal life to we sinners.  We do not deserve it.  That is why the Bible calls God the “Father of mercies.” 

Read: Exodus 33:19, Romans 9:11-16, 10:20 & 2 Timothy 1:9 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, I praise You for offering mercy to those who don’t deserve it. 

                                      FRIDAY

Peter’s next phrase, “has begotten us again to a living hope…” explains how God’s mercy and salvation is applied to us.  We cannot change ourselves no matter how hard we try.  Only God can change the heart of a sinner.  That is why it is called a “new birth.”  Remember what Jesus said to Nicodemus about being born again? 

Read: Jeremiah 2:22, 31:31-34 & Ezekiel 37:14 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Thank You for offering to us a “new birth.”  

                                     SATURDAY

Finally, Peter tells us that our hope of eternal life was made sure through the resurrection of Jesus Christ form the dead.  The same power that brought Christ back to life is the same power that gives new life to the dead sinner.  This is what gives the saved sinner a secure hope of eternal life with God. 

Read: Psalm 33:18-19, Romans 5:5, Titus 2:13 & John 11:25-26, 14:19 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, I thank you for who You are and for Your love and mercy.
