                                 MONDAY

Read: Psalm 119:50 & 93, John 6:63 & 68, 1 Thessalonians 2:13 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to develop a life that is centered around Your Word alone.

                                 TUESDAY

Christian Growth is not always an easy thing to acquire.  It takes a lot of perseverance and a constant study of God’s Word.  The more we learn about God and His Word the easier it is to obey and that is when we truly grow as a Christian. 
Read: Deuteronomy 17:19-20, Romans 15:4 & 3:16-17 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I thank You for Your Word.  Help me to study it as I should. 

                                WEDNESDAY

There are specific instructions concerning Christian Growth in these verses.  Peter says, “laying aside all malice, all deceit, hypocrisy, envy, and all evil speaking…” The reason so many do not experience Christian Growth is because they are hindered by their own sin.  That is why it is so important to confess our sin and keep our hearts clean. 

Read: Ephesians 4:20-25, Colossians 3:8-9, Hebrews 12:1,2 & 2 Timothy 2:4 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to get rid of the sins that are keeping me from being able to grow as I should. 

                                   THURSDAY

Here are some short definitions of the sins that keep Christians from growing.  See which ones you might have in your own life.  Malice (general wickedness) Deceit (treachery, trickery, lying) Hypocrisy (phony, insincere, pretense) Envy (ill will, jealousy, spite, resentment) Evil Speaking (defamation, backbiting, slander, gossip) We will learn more about these sins this Lord’s Day. 

Read: Ephesians 4:31, John 1:47, James 3:17, Matthew 27:18 & James 4:11 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to remove these sins by confessing and forsaking them.

                                      FRIDAY

The second step to Christian Growth is developing a craving for God’s Word just like a baby craves for milk.  God’s Word is actual food that the Christian needs in order to grow.  It’s food of the purest kind, with no contaminates.  It is real sustenance and nourishment! 

Read: Job 23:12 & Psalm 19:7-11 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help to desire Your Word above everything else.  

                                     SATURDAY

At the end of verse 2 Peter gives the reason that a Christian is to desire God’s Word for food – so they may grow by it!  This is the goal of salvation.  In our last few studies Peter told us some simple things to do to help us in our Christian Growth:  Pursue Holiness(1:13-21)  Love the Brethren (1:22-25)  Continually Desire the Word (2:1-3) 

Read: Psalm 34:8 & 119:140-142 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to truly grow in You by loving, obeying, and feeding on Your Word.
