                                 SUNDAY

This week in our study of 1 Peter we turn our attention to those of us who are believers.  Peter refers to believers as “living stones.”  1 Peter 2:4-5 tells us what we are to be doing and what position we occupy in God’s house.  We will see that there are a lot of privileges and responsibilities that belong to those who are God’s children. 

Read: 1 Peter 2:4-5 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to know what place I might have in Your house.

                                 MONDAY

Last week we looked at Christ who is the “Living Stone” (capitol S).  Peter tells us in verse 5 that those who are saved by Jesus Christ share in His life and become “living stones”  (lower case s).  Jesus has given those that belong to Him His eternal life!  What an incredible thought!   Have you received Christ’s eternal life?

Read: John 17:20-23, Galatians 2:20 & Colossians 3:3-4 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I thank You that I can have Your eternal life when I repent of my sin and obey Your Word.

                                 TUESDAY

The next few words Peter uses are, “…being built up.”  Because the believer is a “living stone” he is being used to build the house of God which is a spiritual house.  The foundation of the house is Jesus Christ and the believers are the building blocks that are placed on the foundation.  We will be studying this further in the next few weeks. 
Read: Ephesians 2:19-22, 1 Corinthians 3:9 & Revelation 3:12 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I praise You that I can become a building block for Your house. 

                                WEDNESDAY

The house of God is truly an amazing display of God’s workmanship.  Not only is it a spiritual house, but the Scripture tells us that we who belong to Christ are to offer spiritual sacrifices their and we are to make up a “holy priesthood.”  It is important for us to remember that this house is made up of living stones that have been chosen by God. 

Read: Acts 2:39, Ephesians 2:13, Psalm 65:4 & Hebrews 3:6 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Thank You for Your grace and mercy.

                                   THURSDAY

What is a “holy priesthood”?  If we look back to the Old Testament we can see both the Levitical Priesthood and the “priesthood” of the believer were both designed to bring acceptable worship before the Lord by doing several things including necessary cleansing from sin, necessary obedience, and a high regard for God’s Word. 

Read: John 13:8, Acts 5:29 & Job 23:12 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Teach me how to live an obedient, holy life that pleases You.

                                      FRIDAY

As we mentioned before, those who are priests are to “offer up spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ”.  We no longer need to offer animal sacrifices because Jesus’ death on the Cross took care of that.  We do however offer up good works and works of service that are acceptable to God.  How do we know what is acceptable?  We can find out from God’s Word. 

Read: Psalm 50:14,23, 141:2, Romans 12:1-2 & Ephesians 4:18, 5:2 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to offer pleasing sacrifices to You with a clean heart.  

                                     SATURDAY

So far these last few weeks we have learned that Jesus Christ is the “Living, Chosen, and Precious Stone”.  We have learned that those who belong to Him are made to be “living stones”.  The “living stones” are used by God to build His house.  The “living stones” are to bring spiritual sacrifices of good works and obedience that are pleasing to God.  Are you a “living stone”?  If so, how is your service to God? 

Read: Ephesians 5:1-2 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me follow Your example, live a life of sacrificial service for You, and give the good news of Your gospel to others.
