                                 SUNDAY

This week we return to our study of 1 Peter beginning with two verses that tell us how God’s people should live in this world.  How we live affects so many things, especially how we are perceived by those who are without Christ.  If you are a true Christian, you need to apply these principles to your life every day. 

Read: 1 Peter 2:11-12 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me apply this week’s teaching to my life.

                                 MONDAY

Peter begins in verse 11 with the word “beloved.”  This is a term that shows the fatherly love of Peter for the children of God.  Those who belong to God are beloved by Him and should return that love by obeying Him.  We are to constantly think about God’s grace toward us.  How much do you think grace should affect our daily lives? 

Read: Romans 12:1-21 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to show others Your grace and mercy through my actions.

                                 TUESDAY

Peter also reminds these people that they are “sojourners and pilgrims” in this world.  True Christians are not really part of the society of this world.  Our home is in heaven, we are foreigners who are “just passing through.”  We are strangers. 
Read: Philippians 3:17-21 & Hebrews 11:11-13, 13:14 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to remember that if I am a Christian, I am a stranger to this world and it’s system. 

                                WEDNESDAY

Because true Christians are foreigners in this world, they are not to allow the system of this world mold and shape their thinking.  They are to be molded by God’s Word alone.  How do you measure up?  Do you follow the ways of the world or the ways of God’s Word?  What does it look like you following?

Read: Matthew 10:39, Mark 4:19, John 12:25 & 1 John 2:15-17 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to love You above all things in this world.

                                   THURSDAY

Peter tells his readers to “abstain from fleshly lusts…”  The Greek word for “abstain” means “to hold one’s self off, refrain, abstain.”  True believers are able to do this only through the  power of the Holy Spirit.  No matter what the temptation might be, the true Christian can say “no”.  What kind of “fleshly lusts” do you have trouble with.  Ask God to help you. 

Read: Romans 13:11-14 & 1 Corinthians 10:12-13 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Give me the strength of the Holy Spirit to say “no” to temptation.

                                      FRIDAY

As we learned yesterday, the term “fleshly lusts” refers to appetites, desires, and cravings  that are forbidden and carnal.  The Scripture tells us that these things “war against the soul.”  We can only have victory over these things as we “walk in the Spirit.”  It is a battle that must be won inside each one of us

Read: Galatians 5:19-21 & James 1:13-15 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to get rid of my desires for evil things.  

                                     SATURDAY

In verse 12 Peter gives the reason why we are to abstain from fleshly lusts.  We are to “have our conduct honorable” so that when unsaved people see our behavior, they will be unable to accuse us of anything that would dishonor God.  We will discuss all these things in detail tomorrow. 

Read: Matthew 5:16, 2 Corinthians 8:21, Philippians 2:15 & Titus 2:7-8 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to be a good representative of Jesus Christ.
