                                 SUNDAY

This week we will take a break from our study of 1 Peter to look at a passage of Scripture dealing with the topic of “indwelling sin” in the life of the believer.  Sometimes we can easily  be brought to despair and hopeless if we don’t understand the relationship of sin and the believer.  We hope this study will encourage you to “fight the good fight” against sin.

Read: Romans 7:14-25 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to understand what indwelling sin is and how to fight it.

                                 MONDAY

It is important for you to understand that in this study we are talking about those who are true believers and their battle against sin.  A true believer has been given Christ’s righteousness by God Himself.  Our own righteousness is useless to God because it can never pay the penalty for our sin

Read: Romans 3:21-22, 4:5-6, 5:19, 2 Corinthians 5:21 & Philippians 3:9 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to know if I have been given Christ’s righteousness.

                                 TUESDAY

In Romans 7:14-25 the Apostle Paul makes it clear that even though the believer has been regenerated (born again) he still has to deal with the problem of his sinful “flesh”.  His “inner man” (soul) has been cleansed forever of sin, but his “outer man” (his body) is still corrupt and drawn to sin.  There is a constant war going on within the true believer. 
Read: Galatians 5:17-25 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to stay in Your Word so I will be able to fight sin in my life. 

                                WEDNESDAY

Paul explains the war that is going on inside of him in verses 15-20.  This is the struggle of every believer and is a mark of someone who is truly saved.  Do you struggle with your sinful behavior?  Do you get frustrated with yourself over your sinful behavior?  If so, confess your sins to God and take advantage of the power available to you through the Holy Spirit to overcome sin. 

Read: Philippians 3:4-14 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to be able to overcome my sinfulness and serve You instead.

                                   THURSDAY

In verse 21 Paul says that there is a “law” or a spiritual principle that sin is always present with the believer, even though he loves God’s law and wants to obey it.  Do you love God’s law (His Word)?  The unsaved person has no love for God or His Word and often suppresses or resists it.  Think about whether or not you are a true believer 

Read: Psalm 1:2 & Psalm 119:14,47,77,105,140 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Examine my heart today.  Teach me to love You and Your Word

                                      FRIDAY

In verse 23 Paul says that there is a constant war going on within himself, especially in his mind.  The sin that still remains in his body is at war with his desire to obey God’s Word.  As long as a believer is alive on this earth he will struggle with his sinful flesh.  How are we to go about fighting our own sinfulness?

Read: 2 Corinthians 10:3-5 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Give me a mind that is renewed with thoughts of obedience to Christ.  

                                     SATURDAY

Paul shows us his grief over sin when he says, “O wretched man that I am…” in verse 24.  This will be the cry of every believer when they see their sinfulness clearly in the light of God’s holy standard.  The true believer longs to be all that God wants him to be and he cries out in anguish of soul for not being able to do it.  Is there any hope?  We’ll find out tomorrow. 

Read: 1 Corinthians 15:50-58 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I thank You that your grace is sufficient for those who are Yours.
