                                 SUNDAY

This week we return to our study of 1 Peter chapter 2.  Remember Peter has been telling us how a Christian is to submit to all those in authority (government).  Now he focuses on submission in the workplace.   He gives us instructions for how to submit to those we work for (employers). 

Read: 1 Peter 2:18-20 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Teach me how to submit to those I may do work for. 

                                 MONDAY

Our society is consumed with selfish “rights” where the worker demands what he wants from the employer.  Peter tells us in verse 18 that “servants” are responsible before God to be submissive at work.  The Bible has a lot to say about working hard and diligently for a living, especially if you are a Christian, with a servant’s attitude. 

Read: Genesis 2:2, Exodus 23:12 & Proverbs 14:23, 24:30-34 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to be a submissive, diligent, hard worker.

                                 TUESDAY

Peter gives us a command of God in verse 18 concerning the relationship between “masters” and “servants” when he says, “be submissive to your masters with all fear.”  He uses the same Greek word that he used in verse 13 for submission that means “to subject ones self to, to obey, to arrange under“.  The worker or employee is to obey his” boss”. 
Read: 1 Timothy 6:1-2 & Titus 2:9 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to be a good example of servant-hood. 

                                WEDNESDAY

Submission is easy when you have a good boss, but what do you do if you don’t have a good boss to work for?  Peter says we are to be submissive “…not only to the good and gentle, but also to the harsh.”  We are to be respectful and reverent to all of our employers especially if they are hard to work for. 

Read: Ephesians 6:5-7 & Colossians 3:22-25 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to have the proper attitude toward those You have placed over me.

                                   THURSDAY

The Christian is to serve in the workplace the same way he would serve Christ Himself no matter what the circumstances.  The Greek word used for “harsh” means “crooked, or curved”.  God commends those who work diligently for a crooked employer.  Remember how Jesus submitted to the crooked leaders who crucified Him?  We are to have the same attitude as He had so that we can be a good testimony for Christ. 
Read: Philippians 2:14-16 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to be a shining light for You everywhere I go. 

                                      FRIDAY

In verse 19 Peter tells us that God is pleased when His people obey Him by following the example set forth by His Son, Jesus Christ.  God is pleased when His people suffer unjustly and still exemplify an attitude of humble submission.  We need to remember that God is always in control and will work everything out in the end. 

Read: 2 Thessalonians 1:3-10 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to keep my mind focused on pleasing You at all times.  

                                     SATURDAY

Peter elaborates on suffering while doing good in verse 20.  Peter gives us a question that we need to think about.  It pleases God when His children suffer unjustly and react with the proper attitude.  The true Christian must always act and react in a way that displays a faithful and credible testimony of Jesus Christ. 

Read: John 15:20, 16:33 & 2 Timothy 3:12 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to remember how I should react when I am treated wrongly.
