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1 PETER 2:13-14

                                 SUNDAY

This week in our study of 1 Peter we find some instructions for how the Christian is to respond to the government and civil authorities.  God gives some straight-forward commands about this in Scripture.  Remember that all authority has been ordained by God and is a part of His sovereign plan. 

Read: 1 Peter 2:13-14 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me apply this week’s teaching to my life.

                                 MONDAY

Peter begins in verse 13 with “Therefore, submit yourselves…”  This will be the theme of our Bible study for the next couple of weeks.  God expects us to submit to the human authorities that have been put in place.  Our behavior reflects on how submissive we are to God and His Word. 

Read: Romans 13:1-7 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Teach me how to obey those who are in authority over me.

                                 TUESDAY

The Greek word for “submit” means “to arrange under, to subordinate.”  It is a military term that refers to a group of soldiers in “formation” under a commander.  In a non-military sense, it refers to “a voluntary attitude of giving in or cooperating” even though it seems unreasonable or unfair. 
Read: Proverbs 24:21-22, Matthew 22:21 & 1 Timothy 2:1-2 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to remember to be submissive to those in authority and to pray for them. 

                                WEDNESDAY

In verse 13 we are told why the Christian should submit, “for the sake of the Lord”.  It is a God given duty and a divinely inspired obligation that we are given from the Lord.  We are to obey the government because we love God and want to obey Him.  Remember how Jesus Christ submitted Himself to the authorities when they wrongly accused Him? 

Read: Psalm 22:28, 47:8, 66:7, 96:10 & 1 Peter 2:21-23 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I thank You that all authority is ultimately under your control.

                                   THURSDAY

In verse 14 we are given some specific positions of authority that we are to submit ourselves to.  We are to submit to “every ordinance” and “human institution”.   It doesn’t matter if it’s the President, the governor, the mayor, etc… or if they are Republican or 

Democrat--we are to be submissive unless they are demanding us to do something that violates God’s Word

Read: Proverbs 21:1, 24:21, 29:2 & Ecclesiastes 10:21 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help my leaders to seek Your wisdom and guidance.

                                      FRIDAY

Peter continues to give some instruction about why God designed and ordained civil government in verse 14.  He says they are sent for “the punishment of evil-doers”.  They are even given the responsibility to enforce capitol punishment.  Just as they are to punish the evil-doers, they are to reward (protect) those who are good citizens as well. 

Read: Genesis 9:5-6, Matthew 26:50-53, Romans 13:3-4 & Proverbs 14:35 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to be a good citizen and not an evil-doer.  

                                     SATURDAY

Something we need to remember about the government is that even though we may disagree with the decisions that are made, we still are called to submit to it and therefore exemplify a Christ-like witness and example.  Think about Joseph and how God blessed and used him through his submissiveness. 

Read: Genesis 39:1-6 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to be a good representative of Jesus Christ just like Joseph.
