INCORRUPTIBLE
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1 PETER 1:23-25

                                 SUNDAY

Last week we learned what “genuine love” is.  This week we will learn where genuine love comes from as we continue with our study of 1 Peter 1.  The source of genuine love is the “Incorruptible Seed” which is the Word of God.  All true believers have been born again through this incorruptible seed. 

Read: 1 Peter 1:23-25 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to learn from Your Word this week.

                                 MONDAY

Verse 23 begins with the words “having been born again…” The only way for a person to be able to show genuine love is to be born again.  It is the Word of God that convicts, cleanses, and changes a man from the inside out—making him “born again”. 

Read: Ephesians 5:26, Titus 3:4-5 & James 1:18 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Examine my heart and let me know if I have been born again.

                                 TUESDAY

The word for “seed” in the Greek is “spora” which means “parentage/seed” and represents life.  All things that grow on this earth come to life from a seed.  Our spiritual life is the same and it begins with the seed of God’s Word. 
Read: Genesis 1:11-12, Luke 8:1-11 & 1 Peter 1:23 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Thank for my physical life on this earth and for the gift of spiritual life through Your Word. 

                                WEDNESDAY

What exactly does it mean to be “born again” or experience the “new birth”?  It is the life brought about by God (the Holy Spirit) through His Word that changes a man into t new creature, a spiritually alive creature, that is now capable to love and obey God.  This new life is “incorruptible” and can never be destroyed. 

Read: John 3:1-8 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Thank for the “new birth” that is given to those who believe and that it can never be destroyed. 

                                   THURSDAY

The word Peter uses for “corruptible” in the Greek is “phthartos”.  It comes from a word that means “to shrivel, wither, and spoil”.  The seed of God’s Word is “incorruptible” which means it can never shrivel up, wither, or spoil!  God’s Word is always alive. 

Read: Psalm 147:15, 119:130, Isaiah 55:11 & Hebrews 4:12 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I’m thankful that Your Word is alive and powerful.  Please use it to change my heart and life.

                                      FRIDAY

In the rest of verse 23 through verse 25 Peter exalts the Word of God by praising it for its qualities and substance.  He tells us it abides forever.  He quotes a verse from Isaiah 40 that talks about the temporary nature of man and the permanence of God’s Word.  He also mentions the plan of God and how it will all come to pass

Read: Job 14:1-2, Psalm 39:4, 90:10-12 & 103:15-19 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I praise You for who You are and for Your Word that abides forever!  

                                     SATURDAY

In verse 25 Peter says “this is the Word which by the Gospel was preached to you.”  It is God’s Word that contains the “good news” of Jesus Christ and His death, burial and resurrection.  Just like the Word of God is ‘incorruptible” so are those who understand and obey it through faith.  Those who are truly saved will live forever! 

Read: 1 Corinthians 15:50-58 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to exalt You and Your Word.  Thank You for Your grace.
