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1 PETER 1:18-19

                                 SUNDAY

This week we continue our study of 1 Peter 1.  In verses 18-19 Peter tells us the cost of salvation.  What payment was made to God the Father?  Get a hymn book and read the words of the hymn called “Nothing But the Blood” (page  #195 in our church hymnal). 

Read: 1 Peter 1:18=19 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Lord, Help me to understand the payment that was made for sin.

                                 MONDAY

Last week Peter encouraged believers to live a holy life in verses 13-17.  In verses 18-19 Peter reminds us why believers are obligated to God—because of the price that was paid for their “redemption.”  When Christ died on the Cross, He paid the ransom or price for the salvation of those who would be His with His blood

Read: 1 Timothy 2:5-6 & Matthew 20:28 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, I thank You for Your blood that paid the price for sin.

                                 TUESDAY

In the Greek the word “redeem” was used to describe the transaction of money being paid to buy back a slave or prisoner of war.  That is precisely what Christ did on the Cross.  He bought lost sinners back from sin’s bondage and God’s wrath.  The price or “money” that was paid was Christ’s blood. 
Read: Romans 6:6, 17-18 & Colossians 1:13-14 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me to understand that Your blood paid the ransom for those who would believe in You. 

                                WEDNESDAY

Peter also wanted believers to realize that Christ’s blood (salvation) saved them from a life of futility (meaninglessness).  Without Christ as Savior, a person is destined to live a life of futility (meaninglessness).  Everything the unredeemed person does in this life is meaningless and counts for nothing. 

Read: Ephesians 4:17-24 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me to know if I am living a life of futility. 

                                   THURSDAY

One major problem with a lot of people that go to “good churches” is that their religion is futile.  What this means is that their religion has been handed down to them from their parents and relatives and they have no real relationship with Christ.  They just believe whatever their parents believed instead of studying God’s Word for themselves.  This is also meaninglessness. 

Read: Matthew 15:1-20 & Titus 3:3 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me to know if I am stuck in a futile religion.

                                      FRIDAY

In verse 19 Peter drives home the point that ONLY Jesus could pay the price for sin.  ONLY His blood was perfect enough and holy enough to pay the penalty for sin.  ONLY a perfect man like Jesus could pay the penalty for sin.  It was what God required. 

Read: Acts 20:28, Romans 3:24-26 & Hebrews 9:11-15 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Thank You for sending Your perfect Son to shed His perfect blood for those who didn’t deserve it.  

                                     SATURDAY

This week’s study was very hard to understand.  The bottom line is—Christ paid the most valuable price to buy back His children from the bondage of sin.  It is humanly impossible to describe this great sacrifice and almost impossible to believe, but it is the truth of God’s Word.  Are you “redeemed” by Christ’s blood?   

Read: Psalm 107:10-22 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me to know if I am a child of Yours.
