                                 SUNDAY

This week as we continue our study of 1 Peter we find a description of the “People of God.”  Peter will tell us who they are and what they are supposed to do.  We will study this section of 1 Peter  for the next few weeks. 

Read: 1 Peter 2:9-10 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to know if I am a member of “the people of God.”

                                 MONDAY

You will notice that Peter begins with a small but important word in verse 9: “But…”.  Remember he had just finished talking about the “stone” which is Jesus Christ that causes people to stumble or to become secure.  Peter now talks to those who are secure—those who belong to Jesus Christ.  Are you one of these people? 

Read: Ephesians 2:1-13 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to know if I have been “made secure” through Christ.

                                 TUESDAY

Peter refers to true believers in verse 9 as being “a chosen generation.”  Again we see a reference to God’s sovereignty in regard to the salvation of His elect.  He chose who would be His before the world was made. Salvation is only of God.  Man can take no credit for it.  If you are a true believer you will have a heart full of praise and thankfulness to God for giving His grace to you.   
Read: Deuteronomy 7:6-9 & Ephesians 1:3-12 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I praise You for Your goodness, grace, and love. 

                                WEDNESDAY

The Doctrine of Salvation is not only humbling to man, but is God exalting.  Only God can take full credit for a man’s salvation and only He can receive all the glory for it as well.  It’s nice to know that the unchanging God is the One who saves a person forever.  This is what brings the true believer great joy no matter what circumstances he may face. 

Read: 2 Thessalonians 2:13, Psalm 33;11 & Colossians 1:5 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I praise You for Your sovereignty and that I can know that everything that happens is a part of Your eternal plan.

                                   THURSDAY

In verse 9 Peter also calls true believers a “royal priesthood”.  Remember we talked about how a believer is supposed to offer up “spiritual sacrifices” to God as royal priests?  If you are a true believer you are a part of the King’s royal family and you have direct access to the King Himself! 

Read: 1 Corinthians 6:1-4, Revelation 3:21 & 20:6 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I praise You because You are the King.

                                      FRIDAY

Do you remember what we learned about the duties of the priest in the Old Testament?  The true believers “job” as a royal priest is to work and serve the Lord Jesus by offering praise, prayer, obedience, and by bringing others to Him. 

Read: Psalm 50:14,23, 141:2, Hebrews 13:15-16 & Romans 15:16 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to if I am a part of Your royal family.  

                                     SATURDAY

In verse 9 Peter also calls true believers “a holy nation, His own special people.”  The word “holy” means “blameless”.  True believers are a people that God purchased for Himself through the death of Jesus Christ the perfect, sacrificial Lamb.  True believers are made righteous (holy) through what Christ did on the Cross for them.  Have you been made righteous?  Have you confessed your sin to God and cried out to Him for salvation?  

Read: 1 Corinthians 6:19-20 & Titus 2:11-14 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Please work in my heart and help me to become more like You.
