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1 PETER 2:9-10

                                 SUNDAY

This week we continue our study of 1 Peter and the “people of God.”  We already know who these people are, but we still need to find out what they are supposed to be doing.  It is a great privilege to be a Christian, but with great privilege comes great responsibility.  That why it is so important for a Christian to constantly study God’s Word. 

Read: 1 Peter 2:9-10 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to know if I am a member of “the people of God.”

                                 MONDAY

We find in verse 9 that the people of God are to “proclaim” the Gospel.  The word “proclaim” means “to tell out or forth, to declare abroad, divulge, publish, to make known by praising or proclaiming, to celebrate.”  We are not supposed to sit around and keep all this great news to ourselves.  We need to “get the word out”! 

Read: Matthew 28:18-20 & Acts 1:8 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Please give me the boldness I need to proclaim your Gospel.

                                 TUESDAY

What exactly is the Gospel?  The Gospel is God’s message.  It is everything we know about God through His Word.  It is the entire work of Jesus Christ on the Cross and how God is redeeming men from their sin.  Ultimately, the Gospel is the glory of God because when a soul is saved, it brings great glory to Him. 
Read: Mark 1:14, Acts 20:24, Romans 1:1, 1 Timothy 1:11 & 1 Peter 4:17 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I thank You for Your Word. Help me to glorify You every day. 

                                WEDNESDAY

There are many people who claim to be God’s people but they do not believe in Jesus Christ as their Savior.  It is important for us to remember that these people are deceiving themselves and are not true believers.  The Gospel message that saves is the one that teaches that the only way to God is through Jesus Christ. 

Read: 1 Corinthians 4:4-6 & John 17:3 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to recognize when I am being taught a “false gospel.”

                                   THURSDAY

The Scripture is full of examples of God’s people proclaiming the message of the Gospel.  God’s people are to proclaim the life, death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus Christ.  They are to proclaim the good news that we can have our sins forgiven and be reconciled to God.  They are to proclaim the praises of Jesus Christ for having given them the free gift of salvation in the first place. 

Read: Matthew 5:13-16, Mark 16:15 & 2 Corinthians 4:5 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to be a better witness to my friends at school.

                                      FRIDAY

At the end of verse 9 Peter says believers were “called out of darkness into His marvelous light.”  True believers have been transferred out of the darkness of unbelief and blindness into the light of God’s truth and salvation.  They have been born again by God’s great grace and power. 

Read: Psalm 119:105, 130, Ephesians 5:8 & Colossians 1:13 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to reflect the light of truth to others through my life.  

                                     SATURDAY

In verse 10 Peter makes it clear that both believing Jews and believing Gentiles are the “people of God.”  God has placed all those who belong to Him into His family no matter what nationality they are or what country they live in.  They are all a part of the body of 
Christ.  We will talk about this in more detail tomorrow. 
Read: Romans 1:16 & Ephesians 2:11-18 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Work in my heart and help me change my sinful habits and ways.
