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   1 PETER 2:21-25

                             THE LORD’S DAY

We finally return to our study of 1 Peter.  If you remember, we were learning about submission to both the government that has been established by God, and our “masters” and those we work for.  Jesus gave us a perfect example to follow.  

Read: 1 Peter 2:21-25 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to follow Your example every day. 

                                 MONDAY

Peter begins verse 21 with “For to this you were called.”  This statement summarizes all that Peter said in verses 19-20.  When a person is “born again” they instantly become an enemy of the world and a target for unfair and unjust attack.  These are the things that cause us to become more like Jesus Christ which is God’s sovereign purpose. 

Read: John 15:18-19, 16:33, 2 Timothy 3:12 & 1 John 3:13 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to become more like Jesus.

                                 TUESDAY

Peter continues in verse 21 to give us the pattern we are to follow when he says, “Christ also suffered for you, leaving you an example.”  The word “example” in the Greek is “hupogrammos” which means “a writing copy, including all the letters of the alphabet, given to beginners as an aid in learning to draw them.”    What this means is that we need to “trace” the pattern of Jesus’ example in our lives just like a child would trace the letters of the alphabet in order to learn how to write them. 
Read: 1 John 2:6 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to learn how to trace the pattern of Your life in mine. 

                                WEDNESDAY

We are told to follow in Christ’s “steps” (ichnos-footprint, track, and footstep).  Sometimes we may have to step through suffering and difficult circumstances, but we will never have to suffer as Christ did when He died on the Cross.  There is no comparison between Christ’s suffering and ours.  Why did He have to suffer? 

Read: 2 Corinthians 5:21, Hebrews 7:26 & 13:12 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Thank You for suffering for those who would believe in You.

                                   THURSDAY

In verses 22-23 Peter gives us some specific ways that Christ reacted to His unjust suffering.  He says there was “no sin in Him” and “deceit was not in His mouth”.  Jesus Christ is the ONLY ONE who perfectly obeyed the Law of God.  He did not retaliate in any way, not even with His mouth as we are prone to do. 

Read: Isaiah 6:5, 53:7, Matthew 15:18-20 & James 3:2-12 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Thank You for Your perfect example. 

                                      FRIDAY

Verse 23 closes by saying that Jesus “committed Himself to Him who judges righteously…”  The word “committed” in the Greek means “to give into the hands of another”.  Jesus did this all the time.  Even at His death He said, “Father into Your hand I commit My spirit.”  He constantly committed His life to honoring God the Father who “judges righteously”. 

Read: John 17:25 & Acts 17:30-31 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Thank You for Your example of how to trust our heavenly Father.  

                                     SATURDAY

We learned some incredible truths about how we are to follow Christ’s example especially when we suffer unjustly.  Like the believers Peter was writing to, we who are truly saved are “elect strangers, aliens, sojourners, temporary residents” of this world.  Our real home is in heaven. 

Read: Hebrews 11:16 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to be like Christ and entrust myself to You no matte what.
