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  1 PETER 2:21-25

                             THE LORD’S DAY

This week we continue the second part of our study dealing with Jesus Christ being the “hupogrammos” or example/pattern we are to follow in suffering and submission.  We are going to take a look at our great Savior’s suffering on the Cross as the ultimate example. 

Read: 1 Peter 2:21-25 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to follow Your example even when its hard. 

                                 MONDAY

Not only is Jesus the perfect pattern for believers to follow, but He is the perfect substitute.  In verse 24 Peter says that Jesus Christ died a “substitutionary” death.  He paid the penalty for sin that we deserve.  He took the punishment for sin for all those who would come to Him in repentance and ask for His forgiveness. 

Read: Mark 10:45, Romans 5:8, Galatians 3:13 & Ephesians 5:2 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Thank You for suffering for those who would believe in You.

                                 TUESDAY

The first words of verse 24 -“who Himself” – emphasize the fact that Jesus Christ voluntarily laid down His life for the salvation of all those who would ever believe.  He alone was the substitution and sufficient sacrifice for sin. Our “good works” could never satisfy the wrath of a Holy God against the wicked sinfulness of man.  Only Christ could do that! 
Read: John 10:15-18, 1 Timothy 2:5-6 & Hebrews 2:9,17 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Thank You for sending a Savior to “save His people from their sin.” 

                                WEDNESDAY

Peter continues to explain that Jesus carried (bore) the massive weight of sin as only he could.  On the Cross He took the full punishment of the saints from the Father and was separated from the Father for the first and only time ever.  Jesus Christ is the perfect and only mediator that fully satisfied God’s wrath. 

Read: Matthew 27:46, Romans 3:23-26 & 4:3-8 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I thank and praise You for being the perfect mediator between God and mand.

                                   THURSDAY

Peter tells us why Christ died, so that “we, having died to sins, might live for righteousness.”  Christ died to separate us from sins penalty so we will never be condemned, and as believers, we can now live a life that is pleasing to God by obedience to Him and His Word.  Those who are saved have “died” to sins power and are free to “live for righteousness”. The believer has been “healed” from the fatal disease of sin, “by His stripes you were healed”. 

Read: Romans 6:3-11 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Thank You for “healing” those who have the disease of sin. 

                                      FRIDAY

It is important for us to remember that the healing that believers receive through Jesus Christ’s death is a spiritual one.  Believers are not promised healing from physical diseases in this life as some would teach.  Physical healing is only promised to the believer when he receives his new glorified body in heaven.    

Read: Romans 8:22-30 & Revelation 21:1-4 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Thank You for offering me the opportunity to become spiritually whole and free from the fatal disease of sin.  

                                     SATURDAY

Peter concludes these verses referring to Isaiah 53 where it says we “were like sheep going astray”.  Jesus is called the Great Shepherd who gathers His sheep to Himself through salvation.  Jesus provides for and protects His sheep.  We may have to suffer various things in this life, but it is encouraging to know that our lives are always in God’s sovereign hands.

Read: John 10:11-18, 25-30 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Thank You for being the Great Shepherd who always looks out for His sheep.
