                                 SUNDAY

This week we continue our study of 1 Peter.  In verses 4-5 Peter gives us a description of the inheritance that a true believer receives from God.  He encourages those who read this letter to remember the rewards that God has waiting for those who belong to Him after this life is over.

Read: 1 Peter 1:4-5 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Lord, Teach me from Your Word through your Spirit.

                                 MONDAY

We find the key word for our study in verse 4.  It is the word “inheritance.”  An inheritance is something (wealth, possessions, etc…)that is passed down or received by a member of a family.  Peter is talking about the eternal blessings promised to those who belong to the family of God.

Read: Colossians 1:12-14 & Hebrews 9:15 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me to know for sure if I am Your child.

                                 TUESDAY

Peter tells us that the believer’s inheritance is “incorruptible” or “imperishable.”  This means that it cannot not be damaged or destroyed, and it does not get old.  Sounds a lot like God doesn’t it?  He never ages and He is indestructible! 
Read: Matthew 6:19-21 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, I thank You that Your promises last forever like You. 

                                WEDNESDAY

The next thing Peter says is that the believer’s inheritance is “undefiled and does not fade away.”  In other words, the believer’s inheritance is free from pollution and the stain of sin.  It will never lose its magnificence!  Again, it’s just like God!  He is perfect and holy and unable to be affected by sin. 

Read: Romans 8:19-22, Luke 12:23 & 2 Corinthians 5:21 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, I thank You that You can’t be affected by sin. 

                                   THURSDAY

Peter lets us know that the believer’s inheritance is also secure when he says it is “reserved in heaven.”  The believer’s inheritance is “guarded” or “watched over” by God Himself.  And we know that heaven is the most secure place in the entire universe. 

Read: Revelation 21:27 & 22:14-15 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, I thank You that I can know how secure heaven is. 

                                      FRIDAY

The end of verse 4 and the beginning of verse 5 tell us that not only is the believer’s inheritance guarded, but the believer himself is guarded as well.  Nothing, not even Satan and all his demons can separate a believer from God or his inheritance.  This is what gives the true believer hope when life becomes very hard to deal with. 

Read: Romans 8:31-39 & Jude 24-25 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Thank You for offering Your protection to those who obey and serve You.  

                                     SATURDAY

Finally, Peter ends verse 5 by telling us that God has given the believer what he needs most to first repent and believe for salvation, and then live in hope of his inheritance.  God gives the believer “faith”.  Living faith never dies and it helps true believers to look beyond this life to the time when Jesus Christ will return to give them their inheritance.  And what an inheritance it will be! 

Read: 2 Timothy 4:18 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, I praise and thank You for who You are.
