                                 SUNDAY

In the next few weeks we will be learning about the relationship between our Lord Jesus Christ and His followers.  Both Christ and His followers are referred to as “living stones.”  What do you think this means?  We will find this out, and we will also learn many other important things. 

Read: 1 Peter 2:4-10 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to learn from Your Word this week.

                                 MONDAY

In verse 4 we find the phrase “Coming to Him…”  There is no better place to start than with Jesus Christ!  The Greek language here expresses the thought of coming and drawing near to the object mentioned.  The Bible uses this phrase most often when speaking about coming to Jesus Christ for Salvation. 

Read: Matthew 11:28, John 6:35,37,44,65 & John 7:37 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to know if I belong to You and draw me nearer every day.

                                 TUESDAY

Peter continues in verse 4 to explain who the “Him” is.  He says that Christ is the “living stone”.  He talks more about the “stone” in verses 6-8 as well.  The key word here is “living”.  This means many things: to live, breathe, be among the living (not lifeless, not dead), to have true life.  Jesus Christ is ALIVE! 
Read: Romans 6:9, John 5:20-21, Colossians 2:13 & 1 Corinthians 15:45 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I praise You for being the “Living Stone.” 

                                WEDNESDAY

The next phrase in verse 4 is almost hard to believe, it says, “rejected indeed by men…”  The words “rejected indeed” tell us that it is sure to happen, whether in the past or in the future.  It also infers that Jesus was (and is) examined and then not approved of.   This continues to happen every day.

Read: Isaiah 53:3, John 1:10-11 & Acts 4:11-12 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Thank You for offering Your grace, mercy, and salvation to those who rejected You.

                                   THURSDAY

When we think about the Lord Jesus Christ being rejected, we need to remember that this was part of God’s plan.  We know this to be true by reading the next phrase of verse 4 which says that Jesus was “Chosen by God.”  Before time began, Jesus was chosen by God to pay the penalty for sin and become the “cornerstone” of the “spiritual house” (the church). 

Read: Isaiah 42:1, Jeremiah 23:5-6 & Hebrews 3:1-2 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I thank You for Your eternal plan and that I can always trust You.

                                      FRIDAY

The last word of verse 4 is “precious.”  This word in the Greek means: held in honor, prized, precious.  Knowing what we do about Jesus Christ already, we KNOW that He is precious!  To those who have been saved by Him, who will one day see Him in His glory, He is most precious! 

Read: Mark 1:11, Acts 2:22 & 10:38-39 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I thank You that You are perfect and precious and the only One capable of paying for sin.  

                                     SATURDAY

As we finish this week let’s go through all the things we learned from this great verse in 1 Peter.  1.  Jesus the “Living Stone” is perfect and has been approved by God.  2.  He was and is examined and rejected by mankind.  3. He is precious to those who have been saved.  4. We can only be saved by first coming to Him in repentance.  This is the “gospel” in a nutshell.  Have you come to Christ and repented of your sins? 

Read: Psalm 2:12, 118:22, Acts 5:30 & 1 Corinthians 16:22 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to live in a way that shows how precious You are.
