                                 SUNDAY

This week we return to our study of 1 Peter 1.  We already learned about the “purpose” (our redemption) and the “payment” (the Blood of Christ) of salvation.  For the next two weeks we will learn about the “person” of Salvation -- Jesus Christ. 

Read: 1 Peter 1:19-21 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to learn more about You from Your Word this week.

                                 MONDAY

In verse 19 Peter explains the price that was paid to redeem His chosen ones.  If we go back to verse 18 we find that Peter tells us the price for sin was not paid with “gold or silver.”  The Israelites were used to paying with money or possessions.  Only the Blood of Jesus Christ could pay the price for sin. 

Read: Isaiah 52:3 & Isaiah 55:1 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Thank You for shedding Your own blood for the sins of men.

                                 TUESDAY

When Peter talks about the saints of God being redeemed by the “precious blood of Christ” he uses a picture of the entire sacrificial death of the Lord Jesus on Calvary.  It was more than the “fluid” of His body that made the payment, it was the entire work of Christ on the Cross from start to finish. 
Read: Isaiah 53:4-6 & 1 Peter 2:24 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I thank You for Your total work of redemption on the Cross. 

                                WEDNESDAY

In verse 19 Peter explains Christ and His blood as “a lamb without blemish and without spot.”  The Israelites were required to offer the sacrifice of a perfect lamb, a payment that didn’t last, and would have to be done again and again.  Jesus Christ was the PERFECT lamb who paid for sin once for all time.  His sacrifice was the most perfect, pure, and holy sacrifice of all! 

Read: Leviticus 22:17-25, John 1:14 & Hebrews 4:14-15, 7:26-28 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I praise You for Your marvelous love and grace. 

                                   THURSDAY

It is impossible to totally describe the sacrifice of Jesus Christ and all that was involved.  It is truly incredible to think that Jesus would give up everything to pay for the sin of lowly man.  Always remember that it was “the blood of His Cross” that made peace with God possible for us (Colossians 1:19-20). 

Read: Hebrews 9:16-22 & Ephesians 2:13-16 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I praise You for Your unspeakable and incredible work on the Cross.

                                      FRIDAY

In verse 20 Peter begins to talk about the person of Jesus Christ and then continues to do so throughout the verse.  If you are a true Christian you should never get tired of hearing about Jesus Christ and what He did on the Cross.  He is all that matters! 

Read: John 1:14, Colossians 1:15-20 & Hebrews 1:1-12 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, All praise, honor, thanks, and glory belongs to You.  

                                     SATURDAY

We can never praise God enough for the things He has done for us.  The best way to praise God is by obeying Him and His Word.  There are many, many people who say they love Jesus but they have no desire to obey Him.  They care only for themselves.  It is a serious danger to claim to love Christ and then not obey Him and His Word. 

Read: Luke 6:46-49, Matthew 7:21, John 8:31 & Timothy 2:19 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Examine my heart and help me to live a life that brings glory to You.
