                                 SUNDAY

This week we continue with part 2 of our study of 1 Peter 1:19-21.  Peter is giving us an explanation of who it was that God used to redeem believers.  Of course we know it was Jesus Christ.  Everything in the universe centers around Him.  He is the only one who makes salvation possible 

Read: 1 Peter 1:19-21 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I know it is only through You that I can have peace with God.

                                 MONDAY

This week we want to look at “why” Jesus is the only one who can pay for sin and reconcile us to God.  First we need to understand that Jesus was both 100% God and 100% man.  This is called the “hypostatic union of Christ”.  It is very hard for us to fully understand how this was possible, but we know that with God all things are possible. 

Read: John 1:1,14; 7:25-29; 14:7-11, Hebrews 1:3 & 1 Timothy 2:5-6 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I Thank You that You are both God and man, and that only You can bring us to God.

                                 TUESDAY

In verse 20 Peter tells us that “He (Christ) was foreordained before the foundation of the world.”  Before time began the Godhead (Father, Son & Holy Spirit) laid out the Divine plan of Salvation.  The plan for Christ to become a man and die for the sin of His chosen ones was already put into place before the world was ever created. 
Read: Acts 4:27-28, Galatians 4:4-5 & Revelation 5:6, 13:6, 17:8 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I thank You for Your Divine plan of Salvation. 

                                WEDNESDAY

Peter also tells us in verse 20 that Christ was “manifest” in these last times for believers.  This means that Christ was “made apparent” or “clear and visible” to us.  We know that He fulfilled all that was prophesied about Him when He came to this earth.  We can study His Word and learn all about Him and what He did on the Cross

Read: Philippians 2:6-8, John 1:14, Hebrews 1:2 & Galatians 4:4 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I praise You that Your timing is perfect and that Christ came for us. 

                                   THURSDAY

Verse 21 tells us more about whom Jesus came for.  He came for those who “through Him believe in God.”  It is by faith in Jesus Christ alone and His death, burial, and resurrection that men can be saved from eternal destruction.  If you don’t believe that, you can’t be saved!  Salvation comes through Jesus Christ alone. 

Read: Isaiah 53:11, John 3:36, 10:9, 14:6 & Acts 4:10-12 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I’m glad You’re the only God and the only Savior that exists.

                                      FRIDAY

Peter continues by mentioning that Jesus Christ not only died for elect believers, but He also was raised from the dead and given glory by God the Father.  His resurrection was the security for the payment He made.  We know that God was completely satisfied with Christ’s sacrifice because He rose Him up out of the grave. 

Read: Acts 17:30-31, Luke 24:51-53, John 17:4-5 & Philippians 2:9-11 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Thank You for Your death, burial, and resurrection.  

                                     SATURDAY

We finish this week with the last phrase of verse 21.  Salvation, contained in the person of Christ, was all done for believers to be redeemed “so that our faith and hope are in God.”  Faith is what enables us to trust in God for salvation and it is given to those who will believe.  Salvation is totally a work of God by His grace. 

Read: Isaiah 26:3-4, Hebrews 11:6, Titus 2:11-13 & Romans 8:22-25 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Thank You for the gift of faith to believe in Jesus Christ as Savior.
