                                SUNDAY

This week we come to the end of John 21 and the end of our study of the book of John.  We will be reminded of the forgiveness God offers those who repent of their sin, and the characteristics that will be evident in a true believer’s life.  We will also learn what it means to love Jesus. 

Read: John 21:15-25 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Lord, Teach me from your Word this week.

                                MONDAY

In John 21:15 Jesus asks Peter a very important question—“Do you love Me more than these?”  It is most likely that Jesus is asking Peter if he loves Him more than he does fishing.  We know Peter loved fishing, he had been a fisherman his whole life.  But now Jesus wanted him to “fish for men”.  The question Jesus asked Peter applies to every Christian. 
Read: Matthew 6:24 & John 14:15,23-24 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Help me to be a “fisher of men” like Peter. 

                                TUESDAY

In John 21:15 Jesus may also have been asking Peter if he loved Jesus more than the other disciples.  You see, a true believer loves Jesus Christ more than anything or anyone else.  We love a lot of “things” on this earth.  The Bible teaches that anything that takes priority over Jesus Christ is an idol and therefore a sin! 
Read: Matthew 10:34-39 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me to get rid of my idols and make You my first priority. 

                              WEDNESDAY

In John 21:15-17 Jesus uses two different words for “love”.  We will learn about them this Lord’s Day (Sunday).  The topic of this study seems to be “love”.  Do you love Jesus?  Love obeys.  Love gives. Love sacrifices. Love is faithful. Love serves.  Love is humble.  Do you really love Jesus Christ 

Read: 1 Corinthians 13:1-7 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Give me a heart that really loves You. 

                               THURSDAY

In John 21:15-17 Jesus also gives Peter a command.  He tells him to “feed My sheep.”  There are two different words used in these verses for “food”.  Jesus is talking about a constant feeding and tending of the sheep by the shepherd.  Peter was to be a shepherd to the rest of the disciples. This is also the responsibility of the elders of your church. 

Read: 1 Peter 5:1-4 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help those who teach me Your Word each week. 

                                 FRIDAY

In John 21:18-23 Jesus gives a prophecy concerning Peter’s death.  Peter would end up being a martyr for Christ.  Peter asks Jesus what will happen to John.  Jesus tells him that he need not be concerned about John, just himself.  What about you?  Do you love Jesus Christ enough to die for Him

Read: Matthew 16:24-26 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Give me courage and determination to love You as I should.  

                                SATURDAY

In John 21:24-25 John finishes his gospel by explaining that he was a personal witness of everything he wrote about and that it is all true.  He also tells us that if he had written only the things he thought most important.  If he had written everything about Jesus it would involve more books than the world could contain!   John reminds us of what he wanted us to know about Jesus—JESUS IS GOD! 

Read: John 20:31 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Help me to love You with all of my heart and life.
