‘THE CHILD’

IN THE MANGER?”
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SELECTED SCRIPURE

                                 SUNDAY

This week we are going to spend some time looking at “the child” in the manger.  Next Lord’s Day (Christmas Eve) we will have our Christmas program.  The choir will be singing songs that deal with who “the child” in the manger is and why He came.  As you do your devos this week, keep your mind focused on what Christmas is really all about – “the child”. 

Read: Matthew 1:22-23 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to focus on You this Christmas above everything else. 

                                 MONDAY

The first truth we need to remember about the Christmas story is called the “Incarnation.”  The incarnation occurred when Jesus Christ, the eternal God, became a human being and was born as a baby.  Why did He do this?  Why was it necessary?  The Bible tells us that He was born to die.  He came to save His people from their sin.  It was all part of God’s plan. 

Read: Matthew 1:21 & Luke 2:11 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Thank You for becoming a man to die for sinful men.

                                 TUESDAY

It is important for us to remember that Jesus was much more than just a baby.  He was the perfect Lamb of God.  He grew into a man and was crucified, rose again, and returned to His throne in heaven.  When you look at a manger scene don’t focus your attention on the cute little baby, but rather be reminded of the suffering that He would undergo. 
Read: Isaiah 53:1-12 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to give You the allegiance You deserve because of what You have done for me. 

                                WEDNESDAY

The second truth we need to remember is the incredible humility of “the child” in the manger.  Jesus Christ, the very eternal, omnipotent God was made flesh and came in the most humble of circumstances to this earth.  This same Jesus is the one that ALL mankind will bow before someday.  Are you ready to meet Him face to face? 

Read: Luke 1:29-33 & Revelation 20:11-15 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I praise You because You alone are worthy of all praise!

                                   THURSDAY

The third truth about “the child” in the manger is found in Luke 2:14 which says, “Glory to God in the highest, and on earth peace, goodwill toward men.”   Most of us are familiar with this verse and have been led to believe that God is offering “peace and goodwill” to all mankind or that the peace of God can be earned.  Both are incorrect.  It is more accurately translated like this, “peace toward men on whom God’s sovereign pleasure rests.”

Read: Ephesians 2:8-9 & Titus 3:4-7 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I thank and praise You for Your undeserved grace. 

                                      FRIDAY

The last truth about “the child” in the manger is called the “hypostatic union” which means that Jesus Christ was both 100% God and 100% man at the same time.  It was God who was born in the manger and it was God who died on the Cross!  This is the heart of the Gospel! 

Read: Galatians 4:4-7 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I thank and praise You for Your wonderful plan of redemption.  

                                     SATURDAY

As we approach Christmas Day reflect and meditate on all the things we talked about in this week’s study.  Jesus Christ was the greatest gift offered to anyone for all time.  The great gift of salvation was made possible through the One who was born in Bethlehem so long ago – “the child” in the manger. 

Read: Romans 5:12-21 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I thank, praise, and worship You for who You are!
