SOMETHING TO THINK ABOUT

This week’s memory verse teaches us three 

important lessons about giving God’s way.
#1  “Give, and it will be given to you.”

I think we all know what this means.  

God blesses us according to how we bless Him and others.
#2  “They will pour into your lap a good measure—

pressed down, shaken together, and running over.”
This part of the verse is talking about the long robe that

people wore in the Old Testament to collect grain.  

The description in this verse is of a robe 

that is filled so much the grain is forced to spill over 

because there is no more room.  
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These are the kinds of blessings we receive from God when we give as He has taught us in His Word--His way.
#3  “For by your standard of measure 

it will be measured to you in return.”

This part of the verse goes along with the first part.  

We need to make sure our “standard of measure” 

is equivalent to God’s standard.  

Read through the characteristics of a person 

who gives God’s way in your devotions this week 

and think about what you could change in your life

 to apply these principles.

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SELECTED SCRIPTURE

                                 SUNDAY

This week we continue with our study about what God’s Word teaches us about wealth and possessions and how we are to be stewards of what God has given to us.  We’ve learned that from the very beginning God made man to be a steward if His resources on this earth.  

Read: Genesis 1:26-31 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Lord, Teach me how to be a good steward of what You have given me.

                                 MONDAY

Another part of being a good steward is by giving back to the Lord from what He has given us to our local church.  On the Lord’s Day we worship God by sitting under the teaching of His Word, singing praises to Him, and serving Him with our spiritual gifts.  We also worship Him when we give Him our offering.  God uses our offering to help others in the church and to help our missionaries. 
Read: Acts 2:44-45, 4:32-35, 20:35 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Help me worship You better with my offering.

                                 TUESDAY

Did you know that God uses our “giving” to bless us?  When we give with an obedient and generous spirit God promises to meet our needs.  We are commanded in Scripture to give to the Lord and when we do He will bless us in ways we could never imagine. 
Read: Luke 6:38 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me to give obediently with a generous spirit. 

                                WEDNESDAY

It is important for us to remember that we should never give to God just so we can get something from Him.  Giving is done to worship God and express obedience, love, and thankfulness to Him for all He has done for us.  Remember, it’s all His anyway! 

Read: Malachi 3:10 & 2 Corinthians 9:6 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Help me to remember that everything belongs to You. 

                                   THURSDAY

In 1 Corinthians 16 we have the answers to these three questions: When should we give?  Who should give?  How much should be given?  The giving takes place on the Lord’s Day (the first day of the week).  Everyone should give (there are no exemptions).  Each person should give as much as possible (sacrificially

Read: 1 Corinthians 16:1-4 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me to give to You sacrificially. 

                                      FRIDAY

Let’s look at some characteristics of someone who gives God’s way.  First of all he will give liberally.  Second, he will give generously.  Third, he will give cheerfully.  Fourth, he will give out of a desire to please God.  Fifth, he will motivated to give by God’s grace. 

Read: 2 Corinthians 8:2-4 & 9:7 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Help me to add these characteristics to my own life.  

                                     SATURDAY

The sixth characteristic of giving God’s way is by giving of yourself before you give your money.  The seventh characteristic is having a love for God and His people.  We know what sacrifice God made for us by sending Jesus Christ to pay the penalty for sin.  If we are His children, we can “pay Him back” by giving our time and money back to Him with a willing heart.  After all, it’s all His anyway!! 

Read: Romans 12:1-2 & 2 Corinthians 9:15 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Teach me how to give in a way that honors You.
