                                 SUNDAY

This week we continue our study of 1 Peter.  Peter teaches us a fact about the Christian life that is often not easy for us to accept.  It is the fact that the Christian life is a life of "painful joy.”  You see, genuine faith sometime experiences pain that causes them to have an incredible, abiding joy. 

Read: 1 Peter 1:6-7 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Lord, Help me to understand Your Word.

                                 MONDAY

Peter starts verse 6 by saying, “In this you greatly rejoice.”  In order to understand what “this” is we need to go back and look at verses 4-5.  Christians rejoice because God is keeping both their inheritance and their faith from being totally lost, this is what gives them real joy. 

Read: John 16:16-33 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Thank You for keeping the Christian’s inheritance and faith safe and secure.

                                 TUESDAY

The words “greatly rejoice” in verse 6 are actually only one word in the Greek—“agalliao.”  It comes from a word that means “to jump for joy.”  It also means “to exalt, be exceedingly glad, have exceeding joy and rejoice greatly.”   This kind of joy can only come from God! 
Read: Luke 6:23, Deuteronomy 12:186 & John 15 :11 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Thank You for giving Your children true joy. 

                                WEDNESDAY

At the end of verse 6 Peter tells us about the “pain” the Christian will experience when he says, “though now for a little while, if need be, you have been grieved by various trials.”  The phrase “a little while” doesn’t mean a short time necessarily, but rather lets us know that trials are only temporary and are brief in comparison to eternity. 

Read: James 4:14, 1 Peter 5:10 & 2 Corinthians 4:17 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Thank You that trials only last for a short time. 

                                   THURSDAY

What are the “various trials” Peter is talking about in verse 6?  Well we know there is a wide range of trials such as financial difficulty, poor health and sickness, trials at home and at work.  God allows these things to help the Christian grow and bring glory to Himself.  You see, trials bring about grief and stress, but they also bring about true joy. 

Read: James 1:2-4 & 2 Corinthians 6:10 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me to see the “big picture” of Your plan.

                                      FRIDAY

In verse 7 Peter tells us the purpose for trials.  Trials are meant to test and prove that our faith is genuine.  It is like the gold that is put into the fire to purify it and give it worth.  God takes an ordinary, imperfect, sinful man and turns him into something that is priceless. 

Read: 2 Corinthians 1:8-9 & Job 1:20-22 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me to recognize when You are working on me and help me to obey You.  

                                     SATURDAY

Finally, Peter tells us that the whole purpose for trials is for the “praise, honor, and glory at the revelation of Jesus Christ.”  When this life comes to an end, and Christ returns for His redeemed, we will see His glory reflected in the mirror of our faith.  God exalts those who exalt Him and gives them true joy. 

Read: 1 Peter 5:4, 1 Corinthians 4:5 & Matthew 25:23 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, I praise and thank You for how You work in those who belong to You.
