                                 SUNDAY

This week we will take a break from our study of 1 Peter 1 because Pastor Tim and his family are on vacation.  Instead we are going to talk about a very important subject – PRAYER.  The Bible records thousands of prayers and examples of God’s chosen ones crying out to God in prayer.   

Read: Ephesians 6:18 & Colossians 4:2 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Lord, Help me to learn how to pray in a way that pleases You.

                                 MONDAY

We will look at 5 characteristics of PRAYER.  The first one is the Variety of Prayer.  The Bible teaches us that there are a variety of prayers and a variety of ways to pray.  Unfortunately, many people neglect prayer and then wonder why things aren’t different in their lives.  James 4:2 says, “You have not because you ask not.” 

Read: 1 Kings 8:22, Psalm 95:6, Luke 22:41 & Numbers 16:221 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Teach me to be more fervent in my prayer life.

                                 TUESDAY

Another characteristic of PRAYER is the Frequency of Prayer.  Colossians 4:2 says, “Devote yourselves to prayer.”  This means we are to be consistent and persistent with our prayer life.  When we have a clean heart and we ask with a correct motive, God promises to hear our prayers.  Find out what the apostle Paul said to his readers about prayer… 
Read: Romans 12:12, Philippians 4:6 & 1 Thessalonians 5:17 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, I am thankful that You always hear the prayers of those who come to You with a clean heart. 

                                WEDNESDAY

In Ephesians 6 Paul tells us to “pray at all times” and 1 Thessalonians 5:17 says to “pray without ceasing.”  What does this means?  Are we supposed to walk around rambling to God all day long?  Of course not!  This means we are to be filled with the Spirit and ready to pray whenever necessary with a clear conscience and a clean heart.

Read: Ephesians 4:17-24 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me to have a clean heart so I can be filled with the Spirit. 

                                   THURSDAY

In both Ephesians and Colossians we find the same common word – ALERT.  This means to “keep awake” or “be watchful.”  We need to always be aware that there is a spiritual battle taking place.  Satan is always trying to tempt God’s people to sin or neglect God.  We must pray constantly so that we will be able to recognize these temptations and overcome them. 

Read: Ephesians 6:10-17 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me to know when I am being tempted.

                                      FRIDAY

Another characteristic of PRAYER is the Objects of Prayer.  Who are we supposed to pray for?  Are we to only pray for ourselves?  Certainly not!  We need to be in prayer for our family, especially for those who are in God’s family.  We find great examples of this throughout the entire Bible.  The prophets, apostles, and even Christ Himself always prayed for the needs of others, whether spiritual or physical. 

Read: 1 Samuel 12:23 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me to remember to pray for others.  

                                     SATURDAY

The last characteristic we will learn about is the Attitude of Thanksgiving.  When we pray we need to always have a thankful heart.  It is a great privilege to be able to “talk to God”!  Even when we are going through difficult circumstances we can be thankful.  Read the following verses to find out why we should always be thankful. 

Read: Colossians 1:12, 2:6, & 3:15,17 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me to always be thankful no matter what.
