                                 SUNDAY

This week we continue with the last part of our study about what God’s Word teaches us about wealth and possessions, and how we are to be stewards of what God has given to us.  Let’s take a look at giving to the Lord’s work and the local church.  There are many areas of our lives that we are to give to.  

Read: Acts 20:35 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Lord, Teach me more about giving Your way.

                                 MONDAY

Today we want to learn what the word “tithe” means.  Tithing is the practice of giving a “tenth” of one’s income.  In both the New and Old Testament tithing was the paying of taxes and it was mandatory.  This money was used to fund Israel’s government.  The Israelites also gave of what they had left to the “freewill” offering. 
Read: Deuteronomy 16:10, 17 & Exodus 35:4-5 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Help me to give out of a heart of love.

                                 TUESDAY

Yesterday we learned that the Israelites voluntarily gave more than just the tithe.  Under the Mosaic Law the tithe was as much as 25% which is far more than 10%.  The key principle to remember is that true giving will be a sacrifice from the giver because he/she realizes it is ALL GOD’S MONEY ANYWAY. 
Read: 2 Corinthians 9:6-7 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me to be a sacrificial giver. 

                                WEDNESDAY

Here are some principles that give “integrity” to our giving: 1. Voluntary Giving (doesn’t need to be forced).  2. Proportionate Giving (give as God has given to you).  3. Balanced Giving (give to help meet the needs of others). 

Read: 2 Corinthians 9:7 & 8:11-15 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Help me to show “integrity” in my giving. 

                                   THURSDAY

Here are some more principles that give integrity to our giving: 4. Giving Directed by Godly Leadership (know who is in charge of the money you will be giving).  5. Giving that Expresses Love (you can show love to others by giving to them).  6. Exemplary Giving (set a good example for others). 

Read: 2 Corinthians 8:16-24 & 9:1-4 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me to give apply these principles to my giving. 

                                      FRIDAY

The world’s definition of prosperity and what God’s Word says about prosperity are very different.  Here are 5 benefits of giving God’s Way in 2 Corinthians 9:7-15: 1. Love from God (verse 7).  2. Generosity from God (verse 8).  3. Giving True Glory to God (verses 11-13).  4. True Friends Given by God (verse 14).  5. Likeness to God (verse 15). 

Read: 2 Corinthians 9:7-15 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Help me to give in a way that honors You.  

                                     SATURDAY

We’ve gone over a lot of principles and characteristics in the last few weeks of Godly giving, but you really need only to remember one important thing—We are to give God our ALL.  We are to be a living sacrifice and giving is only one of the ways we can do this.  God deserves NOTHING LESS than our ALL.  Are you a living sacrifice? AN  The sixth characteristic of giving God’s way is by giving of yourself before you

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Teach me how to give You my ALL.
