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    MATTHEW 6:9-13
                             THE LORD’S DAY

This week we are going to review our study of “The Disciple’s Prayer” (the Lord’s Prayer).  This is the pattern that Jesus Christ gave us to follow when we pray.  We are not supposed to just repeat His exact words over and over again, but we are to follow the basic order in which He prayed.  We designed the prayer chart on the next page to follow this pattern.  Read Matthew 6:1-14.

What did I learn from God’s Word today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to learn how to pray. 

                                 MONDAY

ADORATION: “Our Father who is in heaven, hallowed be Your name…”  We should begin our prayers with the recognition that God is our Father who is seated on His throne in heaven.  This means that He is in complete control of all things.  The next thing we need to do is to adore Him.  When we begin our prayers this way we are recognizing that we know who God is, where God is, and what He is like.  Read Matthew 6:9.

What did I learn from God’s Word today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to pray with adoration.

                                 TUESDAY

AUTHORITY: “Your Kingdom come, Your will be done…”  We need to pray that God’s will and sovereign plan will be done here on earth as it is done in heaven.  In heaven there is complete obedience to and reverence for God and His glory.  It is a place where Jesus Christ reigns as King of Kings and Lord of Lords.  We need to pray that people here on earth would obey and reverence Jesus Christ as well.  Read Matthew 6:10. 

What did I learn from God’s Word today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help us all to submit to Your authority. 

                                WEDNESDAY

APPEAL: “Give us this day our daily bread…”  We need to pray and humbly ask the Lord Jesus Christ to continually provide for our needs.  Our needs include only those things that we need to live (food, clothing, shelter).  This is what is called our “daily bread” and we need to be thankful for it.  Read Matthew 6:11.

What did I learn from God’s Word today?
Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me remember to ask (appeal) humbly for my needs.

                                   THURSDAY

ACQUITTAL: “Forgive us our debts…”  We need to confess our sins to God and ask for His forgiveness and cleansing (a foot washing) as often as possible.  Then we are to forgive those who have sinned against us as well.  This is a very important part of prayer and we need to make sure we take the necessary time to do it.   Read Matthew 6:12.

What did I learn from God’s Word today?
Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to confess my own sins and forgive (acquit) the sins of others. 

                                      FRIDAY

ASSISTANCE: “Deliver us from evil…”  We need to pray for God’s protection while we live in this evil, sinful world.  We need to ask God to give us strength to resist the temptations of our flesh and Satan.  We need to ask God for strength to endure persecution.  We also need to pray for others in this area as well.  Read Matthew 6:13a.

What did I learn from God’s Word today?
Prayer Starter: Lord, Please give me the divine protection and strength (assistance) I need to live this sinful world.  

                                     SATURDAY

ADMIRATION: “For Yours is the Kingdom and the power and the glory forever…”  Our prayers should end the same way they began – with praises to God.  We need to keep our focus on God and His glory (who He is, where He is, and what He is).  If we follow this pattern for prayer we will bring glory to God.  Give it a try!  Read Matthew 6:13b &        1 Chronicles 29:11. 

What did I learn from God’s Word today?
Prayer Starter: Lord, Thank You for the privilege of prayer and for giving us a pattern to follow.  I praise (admire) You for who You are!
