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    1 PETER 3:1-7
                             THE LORD’S DAY

This week we move into 1 Peter chapter 3 where Peter gives instruction to those who are married, especially to those who are married to unbelievers.  We will see there needs to be submission among many other things in the home.  He also tells us what a believing wife can do to bring salvation to their mate. 

Read: 1 Peter 3:1-7 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to learn from Your Word this week. 

                                 MONDAY

We already learned that submission is required by God in our “civil” life and “work” life.  Now Peter tells us we are to be submissive in our “family” life as well.  Verse 1 begins with “wives, likewise…”   There is to be mutual submission on the part of both husband and wife who are equal spiritually, but have different roles and functions in the family

Read: Ephesians 5:22-33 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to be submissive in my family.

                                 TUESDAY

Verse 1 tells us that wives are to submit to their husbands in the same way that they submit to civil authority or an employer.  Peter also tells us that wives are to submit to their “own husbands”.   God has given the role of “headship” to the husband.  This is also true of the church.  The leadership of the church is to be men, but women have certain roles they are responsible for as well. 
Read: 1 Corinthians 11:1-12, 14:34-35 & 1 Timothy 2:11-14 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help those in our church that are married. 

                                WEDNESDAY

The main point in verse 1 that Peter wants us to learn is that the wife’s mission is to be a witness for Christ, especially if she is married to an unbeliever.  She is to be submissive to him as if he were Jesus Christ himself.  This can be very difficult at times, but it may be the tool that God uses to bring her husband to salvation. 

Read: Proverbs 31:26, Matthew 5:16 & Titus 2:3-5 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help the women in our church who have unsaved husbands.

                                   THURSDAY

Verses 2-6 give us an example of the behavior God commands from wives in marriage.  A Godly wife needs to have “a gentle and quiet spirit”.  The Godly character of a woman is not revealed by how good she looks or what she wears.  There are many women who look good on the outside, but are rotten on the inside.  Real “beauty” comes from a heart that truly belongs to God.

Read: Isaiah 3:16-24 –

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help me to be more concerned with what’s on the inside than what’s on the outside. 

                                      FRIDAY

In verse 7 Peter tells us that the husband is also called to be submissive in marriage.  They are to be considerate and remember that their wives are the “weaker vessel” an are in need of their protection, provision, and guidance.  God says that a man who lives this way will not have his prayers hindered.  He too can bring an unbelieving wife to salvation through his Godly example to her. 

Read: Proverbs 5:18-19,Ecclesiastes 9:9, 1 Corinthians 7:3-5 & Ephesians 5:25-28 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, Help the men in our church to be Godly examples.  

                                     SATURDAY

Read Genesis 2:24, Malachi 2:4 & Mathew 19:4-6 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Lord, I thank You for marriage!  Help me to prepare myself for marriage by studying Your Word so that I can learn how to be a Godly example to my future spouse.
