                                SUNDAY

This week we continue in John 20 where Jesus appears to His disciples after His resurrection from the dead.  He proves to them that He is alive and tells them what He wants them to do after He returns to heaven. 

Read: John 20:19-31 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Lord, Teach me from your Word this week.

                                MONDAY

In John 20:19 we find that Jesus appeared to the disciples on the “first day of the week”   which is Sunday.  We also find that throughout the New Testament until today Christians gather together on Sunday to worship the Lord and remember what He did for us through His death and resurrection, this is why we call it “the Lord’s Day”. 
Read: John 20:1,19,26, Acts 20:7, 1 Corinthians 16:2 & Revelation 1:10 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Thank You that we can gather together to worship You. 

                                TUESDAY

In John 20:19 we also find that the “doors were shut” (locked) at the place where the disciples were meeting.  Jesus “stepped into their midst”.  This tells us that Jesus did not come through the door.  He appeared to them from no where defying the laws of nature.  He had a new glorified body and someday, if you are child of His, you will have a body just like this one.
Read: Philippians 3:20-21 & 1 Corinthians 15:35-54 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Thank You that someday I can have a glorified body.

                              WEDNESDAY

In John 20:20 we find that even though Jesus had a glorified body He still had scars from the crucifixion.  This is an eternal reminder to us that He paid the penalty of sin for all those who repent and believe in Him. Think about this for a while. 

Read: John 2:22 & Luke 24:8 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, I praise and thank You for what You did on the Cross. 

                               THURSDAY

In John 20:21 Jesus gives His disciples a “commission” (job to do)—“As the Father has sent Me, so I also send you.”  God wants those who belong to Him to share the gospel (repent of sin, believe Jesus paid your debt, obey Him and His Word) with the whole world and He will provide the power to do it. 

Read: Matthew 28:19-20 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me to be a bold witness for You to the whole world. 

                                 FRIDAY

In John 20:22-23 Jesus tells the disciples about the Holy Spirit (Acts 1:8, 2:1-3) and that they will be able to tell others they are forgiven by God if they repent of their sins, just like Jesus did.  This doesn’t mean they can forgive people’s sin, only God can do that (Mark 2:7). 

Read: Romans 8:1, 9-17 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Thank You for the power of the Holy Spirit.  

                                SATURDAY

In John 20:24-29 Thomas, who doubted that Jesus was alive, realizes that He truly was the risen Savior.  Jesus also says that those who believe without seeing Him are blessed.  In John 20:30-31 John sums up the purpose for writing this gospel which was to present the evidence of Christ’s message so that all the world could believe. 
Read: 1 Peter 1:8-9 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Thank You for making it possible for me to know about You.
