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JOHN 21:1-14
                                SUNDAY

This week we continue in John 21 where John answers some questions and gives us a summary of the events he told us about.  We will learn how Jesus Christ still cares for those who belong to Him.  We will be reminded of His power, control, and supply. 

Read: John 21:1-14 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Lord, Teach me from your Word this week.

                                MONDAY

In John 21:1-3 John tells us about when the disciples went fishing in the Sea of Tiberius while waiting for Jesus to arrive (Galatians 6:1).  Jesus had told them to go to Galilee and wait for Him (Matthew 26:32, 28:7,16).  These professional fishermen fished all night and caught nothing.  Who do you think was in control of the fish? 
Read: Jonah 1:17, 2:10 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Thank You that You are in control of all things. 

                                TUESDAY

In John 21:4 after the long night of fishing the disciples saw a man on the shore.  It was Jesus, but they didn’t recognize Him (just like Mary Magdalene).  Notice that Jesus knew exactly where they were and didn’t have to go searching for them.   
Read: Psalm 33:13, Jeremiah 32:19 & Proverbs 15:3 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Thank You that Your eyes are always on us. 

                              WEDNESDAY

In John 21:5 Jesus calls out to the disciples, “Children, have you any food?”  The Greek word used for “children” means “a child, infant, half grown boy or girl”.  Why do you think Jesus refers to these grown men as children?  What an incredible privilege it is to be called a child of God! 

Read: John 1:12, 1 John 3:2 & Romans 8:16 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, I praise and thank You that I can be Your child. 

                               THURSDAY

In John 21:6 the disciples tell Jesus they caught nothing.  Jesus instructs them to cast their net on the right side of the boat.  The disciples obeyed and Jesus caused them to catch a “multitude” of fish.  This is a demonstration of what happens when Christians become “fishers of men”.  We put out the bait (God’s Word) and He supplies the fish (people).

Read: Matthew 4:19 & 28:19-20 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Help me to be a ”fisher of men.” 

                                 FRIDAY

In John 21:7-8 John tells us that the disciples realized who Jesus was and immediately Peter got out of the boat and “plunged in to the sea” to meet Jesus.  They were so excited to see Jesus.  They dragged the net full of fish to the shore as fast as they could.  How do you respond when you learn more about Jesus in His Word?

Read: Galatians 6:9 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Help me to work hard for You, trusting You for the results.  

                                SATURDAY

In John 21:9-14 John tells us that when the disciples reached the shore, Jesus had breakfast waiting for them.  They had caught 153 fish and the net had not been broken.  Isn’t it great to know that as if you are a child of God, He promises to supply your needs! 

Read: Matthew 6:33 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Thank You that with You as Savior I always fully taken care of.
