                                SUNDAY

This week we take a look at the resurrection of Jesus Christ form the dead.  He displays His power over death through His death, burial, and resurrection.  Jesus was not only in control of His death, but He was also in control of His resurrection. 

Read: John 19:38 – 20:10 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear Jesus, Help me to see Your majesty through Your power over death.

                                MONDAY

In John 19:38 we learn about a man named Joseph of Arimathea.  The Scriptures tell us that he was a rich man.  This man boldly went to the Sanhedrin and asked for the body of Jesus.  He buried Jesus’ body in his own tomb.  This was another fulfillment of prophecy. 
Read: Matthew 27:57-60 & Isaiah 53:9 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, Thank You that You alone are sovereign over all things. 

                                TUESDAY

In John 19:39 we meet another man who helped Joseph bury Jesus.  It was Nicodemus, the man who came at night to ask Jesus how to be “born again”.  He had been afraid to let others know he believed Jesus before, but now he was no longer ashamed.  Only God’s grace can change a person’s heart like this. Has He changed yours?  Are you afraid to let others know you believe in Jesus Christ?
Read: Read John 3:1-10 & James 2:17-22 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter:  Dear Jesus, Help me to be a bold witness for You at all times.

                              WEDNESDAY

In John 19:38-42 there are a lot of details that show us the divine control of God.  We will talk about these things on this Lord’s Day (Sunday).  It is encouraging to know that God is always in control of everything.  Everything is divinely orchestrated by Him.  

Read: Acts 4:27-28 & Isaiah 46:9-10 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter: Dear God, I Thank You that You are the ONLY GOD who is in control of all things all the time.

                               THURSDAY

God said in the Old Testament that the “Holy One”, the Messiah, would rise again from the grave.  This would give assurance to all that he was who He claimed to be.  By rising from the dead Jesus proved He alone has power over sin and death, and He alone has the power to give both physical life and spiritual life. 

Read: Psalm 16:9-11 & John 14:19 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter:  Dear Jesus, Thank You that I can have life through Your grace. 

                                 FRIDAY

In John 20:1-5 we find out who were the first people to find out that Jesus had risen from the dead.  This happened on the “first day of the week”--the Lord’s Day (Sunday).  This is why we gather together on Sunday to worship the Lord today. 

Read: Acts 20:7, 1 Corinthians 6:12 & Luke 24:1-8 -

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter:  Dear God, Thank You for the freedom in this country to gather together to worship You.  

                                SATURDAY

In John 20:6-10 we find out that Jesus’ grave clothes were still in the tomb and His face cloth was folded neatly in its place.  Jesus didn’t have to struggle to get out.  When John saw them he immediately believed.  Peter on the other hand was confused.  How about you?  Do you believe? 

Read: John 20:29 & 1 Peter 1:8-9 - 

What principles in these verses can I apply to my life today?

Prayer Starter:  Dear God, Help me to know if I am one of Yours.
